Academician Vladimir En-
‘gelhardt, one of the greatest
biochemists. of modern times
has in his last testament stated
that Nicholas Roerich, a Rus-
sian savant domiciled in India,
helped him find the spiritual
beauty of the Himalayas.

Shortly before his death in
July, academician Engelhardt
personally took his prepared
tribute, “A life in service of
beauty and knowledge,” to the
Moscow Museum of Oriental
Art for presentation at the
‘Roerich Readings’ scheduled
this month to mark the 110th
birth anniversary of the great
thinker and artist,

Dr. Engelhardt was an ardent
mountaineer and the paper,
read at the commemorative
‘Readings’ yesterday, described
how he saw any painting or
studied any writings of Nicholas
Roerich, who he never met. He
had climbed the Pamirs and
seen the Himalayas passed
through the Khyber Pass and
viewed the Kanchenjunga.

Dr. Engelhardt said he sub-
sequently got acquainted with
the Himayalan paintings of Ni-
cholas Roerich and saw the
spiritual beauty of those moun-
tains. “Through a feast of co-
lours, Roerich managed to show
off his philosophical concepts,”
he added.

He said with the creative
workshop, Roerich evoked the
phantasies of the viewer and
beauty penetrated all his works.
Roerich would not have been a
painter had he not been a de-
votee of beauty. And beauty and
knowlegde which found union
in these paintings extended also
to Roerich’s literary works dia-
ries, notes and books. It was
difficult to say whether Roerich
was a materialist thinking
idealist or idealistically thinking
materialist.
