She inspired everyons with eourage and entarprise andy, above all, with hope.
She taught us not to regret the past or complain of the constant change that
overcomes all things, but rather to look to the future, so that each in his own
Limited way could help to build up a better world.

Later on, when I gaw her in London and in Peris, I found that her attitude
was always the same, and to talk with her was iu itself happiness, since what
she said always went 4o the heart,

Afterwards, when the whole family went to live in India, her wonderful letters
conveyed not only a precise understanding of current events but also the lofty
spiritual atmosphere of the Himalayas,

She wag great zmd,v at the same time, she was simples in her daily dealings
with everyone she showed great kindness.

Helena Roerich havdly ever ceased to think of those starry heights which
were so near the nature of her soul.
