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EXHIBITION,

The sxhibition of works of Sviatoslav Roerich, which we

open today, has beon already shown in Hoscow with a groatd
ssaleim. It containe 130 pulntings, oxecuted during more than
2% yesrs. They have beem selected by the psinter homaelf and the
hanging has been done under his guidance, This enables us to
consider this exhibition as an account given by the palnter
himself, displaying & generel survey of his work, But af tha
game time the exhibition has not the purpose of illustrating
the different phases of Roerichs work., Omly a relatively small
part of the artists work could be included in this exhibition.
raintings of large dimensions could not be transported by
plene snd the early works are miseing, This is the reason for
not following the chromological order in the distribution of
paintings. The exhibition gives rather a cross-seciion of the
painters Jife work, displaying & general view of his aime and
achievements,
noerich artistic production is manifold « it conslsts of

landscupes, paintings with mythological, religlous and literary
subjeeta; portralis, stilidven. Dut all hiz peintings are closely
sonnooted with Indis, with her mighty and rich nature or with
different aapecta of the 1ife and wonderful culture of her
people. iis landscapes depied the sustere grandeur of the
Himalayss, the flourishing flelds of Central India and the
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iwqﬁfnn¢{lﬁu«5 of the Southern jungles. He is the painter of
the moat eminent men of contemporary India and of her common
people. His paintings touch on Indias rites and customs,poetry
and thought.

it ie of courae inmposasible to attempt to give here a

therough anaslysis of Roerichs art or & due evaluation of hie
aims and achievements. I think that ene of the most peculiar
foatures of his art 4s ite decorative charester, which is moat

apparent in his landecapes. Hoerich has a deep understanding

of decovstive effects, he is endowed by a remerkeble talent

for decoration, Decoration corresponds to one of the chief and
noblest alms of ard « $0 beautify life. Decorative effests are
obtuined in Reerichs paintings by different means - by the
rythm of the composition, by the slaborate, expressive contour
and particularly by the richness variety of colour, lecoration
is sesocliated in the worke of lNoerich with emotionaly and
significance, But both are atteined by pletorial weans, Sober
illustration 49 alien to his art, which hes & character of
elevated poetry. He aims to swrrender the greatness and the
besuty of the wniverse refleoted in the soul of the man,
it 45 €iffioult to range Roeriche eart amidet the dominent

tronda of modern painting. It 48 realistie in his essence,

beseuse 1t e based on eareful observation of reality. But

at the same time it is conneoted with various artistic tradie
tions and one can find in his works visible traces of different
infivences.

In his early yeers he underwent a deep, most deeleive influ~
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ence of the art of his father Ficolas Roerich, the outstanding
russian artiet,. 4As o young man he hes vigited meany europesn
countries and acquired & wide knowledge of ancient and modern
art. He made his professional training in the USA snd worked

degrsa.ks was influenced by fronch postimpressioniste,particu-

iarly by GCauguin. le wae much impressed by a long contact
with Indien srt and woe influenced by Indien wall painting
and ministures, But all these different elements heve been
aanlganeted and sssinilated by the puinter, vhose art e ine
printed by his strong individuality.
 Roerich crested a now world of images ond elaborated a new,
vaory personal idinm. Thio mavked individuality of hie avt,
gives him a great attractivensas,

¥e ore sure that this exhibition preeents & very great
interest to the vislitors of our Huseun. But its importance
goes beyond the feelinge, beyond the Joy it zives to those
who enter in this roona,

of our cultural relations with the great people of India, to
the strenthening of the mutual understanding of the peoples
of Soviet Union snd India.
