On
any sum exceeding Rs. 25 up to Rs. 600, 4 annas for each
complete sum of Rs. 25 and 4 annas for the remainder,
provided that if the remainder does not exceed Rs. 10, the
charge for it shall be only 2 annas.

Telegraphic Money Order Fees.

These fees are the same as the fees for ordinary Money
Orders plus a telegraph charge calculated at the rates for
Inland telegrams for the actual number of words used in
the telegram advising the remittance, according as the
telegram is to be sent as an “ Express ” or as an *“ Ordinary "
message. There is also a Supplementary Fee of 2 annas on
each Order.

Value-Payable Fees.

These fees are calculated on the amount specified for
remittance to the sender, and are the same as the fees for
ordinary Money Orders.

Insurance Fees.

AIR MAIL SERVICES FROM INDIA.
Indian Internal Air Services.

These are operated weekly by (1) Indian Trans-Con-
tinental Airways, linking up Rangoon, Akyab, Calcutta,
Allahabad, Cawnpore, Delhi, Jodhpur and Karachi; and
(2) Tata Sons, Ltd., linking up Madras, Bellary, Bombay (or
Poona), Ahmedabad and Karachi. There is also a weekly
Air Service between Calcutta and Rangoon operated by the
Indian National Airways, and a daily service between
Calcutta and Dacca. A blue Air Mail label should be affixed
on the left-hand top corner of the address side, but no super-
scription regarding the route is necessary. The air fees
payable in addition to ordinary postage and registration
fee (in the case of a registered article) are, for a post card,
4 anna; for a letter, 1 anna up to 4 tola; over ¥ tola but
not over 1 tola, 2 annas; and 2 annas for each additional
tola or fraction.

Singapore-Croydon Weekly Air Service.

Air Mail correspondence from India for places in the
West, viz.,, Kuwait, Basrah, or Baghdad, Gaza, Cairo,
Athens, Brindisi, Paris and Toondon, and bearing an appro-
priate superscription, can be sent by the Singapore-Croydon
service from Karachi or any aerodrome in India, the mails
being closed at Karachi every Wednesday morning. The
air fee per article for every 4 oz. or part, is provisionally
fixed at 4 annas for Iraq, Palestine and Egypt, and 6 annas
for any country in Europe.

Air Service to South Africa.

Correspondence for South Africa may be despatched
from any aerodrome in India. The mails are closed by the
Karachi G.P.O. every Wednesday morning. The air fee,
to be prepaid in full in addition to ordinary postage, is, for
each § oz., to Sudan, 6} annas ; Uganda, Kenya, Tanganyika
Territory and Zanzibar, 8 annas ; Belgian Congo, Northern
and Southern Rhodesia, Portuguese East Africa and Union
of South Africa, 10 annas. Articles should bear the appro-
priate superscription.

Other Air Services.

There is an Air Mail service from Greece to Germany
connecting with the Singapore-Croydon Service at Athens.
The Dutch East Indies are served by the Dutch (K. I.,. M.)
Air Mail service, and the French colonies in Indo-China,
Hong Kong and China by the French (Air France) Air
Service. Mails from India for transmission by air from
Perth to Adelaide are closed at Dhanuskhodi to connect

with the P. & O. ‘or Orient I,ine steamer leaving Colombo
each week,
