Still Holds to ‘Historic Wilson
Policy’ of Non-Recognition,
Wall Announces.

ASKS COLBY TO GIVE VIEWS

Former Secretary, Urged to Say |
Whether Events Have Justified
Reversal, Will Reply.

The American Federation of Labor
will not alter its opposition to rec-
ognition of the Soviet Government
and will fight any efforts to pre-
vail upon the incoming Roosevelt
administration to Trecognize the
Moscow régime, it was announced
yesterday by Matthew Woll, vice
president of the federation.

Mr. Woll also made public a let-
ter-to. Bainbridge Colby, who, as

Secretary of State under Woodrow |
Wilson, formulated the Russian
policy that has been followed by
subsequent administrations, In his
letter Mr. Woll asked the former
Secretary of State whether, in his
opinion, ~any subseguent develop-
ments have justified a reversal of
that policy.

Mr. Colby said yesterday that he
was giving Mr. Woll’s letter serious
consideration and would make a
reply.

““The historic policy laid down un-
der the Wilson administration—the
policy of friendship for the Russian
{)eople and non-cooperation with

_ their oppressors—must be main-
tained,” Mr, Woll said.

“Let it be remembered that we
were first to recognize revolution-
ary Russia. To our honor it may
be said that we are the only great
nation today who withholds recog-
nition from the Bolshevik govern-
ment, which destroyed the con-
quests of the revolution.

““This doctrine of Democratic
origin is-new..being challenged in
the hope that the incoming admin:
istration may be influenced fo! .
sory economic reasons to abandon
the historic Democratic policy, The
American Federation of Labor will
not abandon this policy of non-
recognition. We shall continue to
fight the alliance of irresponsible
radicals and self-seeking capitalists
on this issue.”

In his letter to Mr. Colby, Mr.
Woll said:

“We [the A. F. of L.] have kept
steadily in mind the basic fact

VIENNA, Feb. 20.—A letter full
of fiery criticism and winding up
with a challenge to fight a duel
has been forwarded by Lieut.

Konstantin Sakharoff, commander
of the Kolchak White Russian

General Sakharoff, who says he
is sending a copy of, the letter to
the War Department, was provoked
to write it by the book ‘‘America’s
Siberian Adventure’” in which Gen-
eral Graves explains why he re-
fused to allow American troops to
| support Admiral Kolchak although
representatives of the American
State Department in Russia wished
him to do so.

At present a leader of the White
Russian exiles, General Sakharoff
charges: ‘

‘“You, General Graves, who did
all in your power to prevent the
success of the rightful Russian
cause, now permit yourself to mock
| its failure. You are again trying
to deceive the American public just
as you did in Siberia as com-
mander of the American troops.
You try now as then to present the
Bolsheviki as promoters of the peo-
ple’s freedom, welfare and happi-
ness and as democrats when the
world has since learned to know
the frue face of bolshevism as a

/i

power that has flooded the land
with blood and tears and waged
merciless war against God and
Christianity and corrupted the
mind of youth.”

After declaring his intention of
attacking General Graves physi-
cally wherever he meets him, Gen-
eral Sakharoff concludes:

““I sincerely trust public opinion
in America will condemn the man
who injured not only the ill-fated
Russian nation but his own country
because all the bitterness, pain, in-
justice and foul play he caused in
Siberia were caused by the inca-
pacity of the representative of the
United States, a General in the
United States Army.

“At length we come to the last, or
rather to the first of them, that cf
Peler the Great.

“The lid of the silver coffin, which
for convenience has been stood on end,
breaks open, and to our startled eyes
Peter the Great is revealed in all his
giant stature. The unexpected sight
1ills us with awe.

“Peter the Great stands like life be-
fore us. His face beautifully preservs
ed, the Great Tsar, who during his
lifetime struck terror into the hearts
of his people, once more cast his ter-
rible influence upon his beholders, But,
whilst transferring it to the oak con-
tainer, the body which endured for 200
years crumbles into dust.

“The horrible task is completed, and
the oak containers with the remains
of the Tsars, are taken to the Isanki-
esky Cathedral, where .they are put in
the basement.”

From time to time stiff notes
pass between Russia and Japan
which, though nothing ever' hap-
pens, suggest the possibility of
Russia losing patience and declaring

. war upon her somewhat pushing

rival. There is indeed much in the
present situation which must be
extremely exasperating, but there
are also solid reasons, not always
quite apparent, why Russia should
keep her temper and swallow the
incidents which doubtless she ve-

. gards as insults. To begin with,

things have gone so far now that
it is really rather late in the day to
protest. The fact is no one can
protest unless there is the intention

. behind threats to proceed to war,

and Japan is so* fully prepared at
all points that those powers who
are more interested in disarmament
proposals are in mo position to
launch out into a distant and doubt-
ful war even if they had any desire
to do so, or if the affairs of China
and Japan were sufficiently in-
teresting, which they are not. ven
America who is fully armed and
who has extensive commerecial and
political interests in the Far East
is not prepared to go further than
to withheld recognition of Manchu-
kuo. The rest are not blind to the
possibility of a general restoration
of order emerging from Japan’s
excursion into China proper, and
the ereation of a stable Chinese
government if that can be affected
under the protection of a Japanese
army is a thing that is as much in
the interest of the Powers as it is
in the interest of Japan. The real
difficulty of interference in China

- has not really been the capaeity of

China to resist, but the doubtful-
ness of the attitude of others should

' their suspicions or jealousies be

roused. Now Japan has safely
taken thé plunge without interfer-
ence, and unless something very un-
looked for happens the chances of
America or any European power
intervening are extremely slight.
Russia is the only nation closely in-
terested, and her ambitions are by
no means free from cupidity. If
she goes in now, or at'any time in
the immediate future, she will have
to do so alone, and pit her rotten
organization against the one nation
left on earth which believes in war,
is ready to fight, and which has
somcthing to gain by it.” This is
a significant fact. Japan is the
only nation military in spirit.

dapan’s Efficiency

Not only is Japan in fighting
form, but her arsenals, her ships,
and her organization generally are
in perfect order. She is almost in-
vulnerable so far as Russia s
concerned, while Russia is exceed-
ingly vulnerable. Japan  would
certainly seize Vladivostok without
delay, and then Russia would have
lost her outlet to the Pacific, not
temporarily, but probably for
ever. There are no Powers who
will rob. Japan of her miliary con-
quests as Russia, France and Ger-
many did after . the last Sino-
Japanese war. Iowever that might
be, Russia would have to  fight
Japan in the Far Tast (there be-
ing nowhere else where she = can
fight her) at the end of the Trans-
Siberian railway which, if it is
like any of the other Russian rail-
‘ways, is not conspicuously efficient.
The results of such- a war could
not be in doubt, and Japan  has
everything to gain while Russia
has evervthinegdg Jose, The Rus-

sian Government is not so blind to
its own interests as to embark on ‘
a war which would be even more
disastrous politically than the last
Russo-Japanese war was to ' the
Czarist Government., Such a war
would not even have the advan-
tage of distracting public interest
in Russia from its other miseries,
since it would speedily agoravate
those miseries,

Incompetent Army

Russia maintains  an: immense
army, but there is every reason to
believe that it is even more incom-
petent now than in the days when
an Imperial General Staff directed
its movements and its policy. A
communistiec atmosphere with sol-
diers’ and sailors’ committees to
supervise ‘the administration - of
commanders is not one in  which
healthy diseipline may be expected
and an army without discipline,
espeeially in the face of an enemy
like the Japanese, would very soon
crack up quite apart from  the
fact that the Russian Gfovernment
is without friends and without cre-
dit. It is a common error to sup-
pose that wars can be fought with-
out money. That was never abso-
lutely true, and it is less so than
ever to-day when the result depends |
to a very great extent on armament
and equipment. Russian  armies
have faced enemies before without
ammunition or weapons, and doubt-
less they have not forgotten the
bitterness of those' experiences. No
one would be so foolish as  to be-
little the gallantry of Russian sol-
diers, but without guidance, discip-
line and munitiops they would be
a mere helpless  ‘mob. Russia is
still the steam rollér, but she has
not got steam up, and even if she
had it is more than probable that
all the parts would be found rust-
ed through by the corrosive agen-
cy of communism, misery, ineffi-
ciency, and long continued  under
feeding.

Grievously Under Fed

- This last, is a factor of very spe-
cial significance. During reeent
years the soldiers are the only com-
munity who have had sufficient
food, but that is not to say that
they have been adequately fed.
The population at large has been
grievously under fed, and war
would immediately precipitate the
famine which is always threaten-
ing. The hunger of the people,
which includes also hunger amongst
the relatives of soldiers, has caused
a good deal of apprehension in the
army, so much so that the Govern-
ment has ' extended the improved
ration to army dependents. That
however is merely paper relief. The
shortage of food is so real that it
is in fact impossible to feed the
relatives of soldiers at the army
scale. This discontent is not the
only-one.  There are grave griev-
ances amongst the ranks of  the
officers, and these are only render-
ed innocuous by keeping. the army
well dispersed. It is'doubtful if
the army could be assembled to-
gether without 'all this diseontent
coming to . a head. ' The Russian
Government is fully aware of these
perils. Its blustering and its provo-
cation in the West is based on the
sure and certain knowledge that no
one in Hurope wants to fight. In
Asia it is-different. If Russia seeks
for trouble there  she will surely
get it, ! 4

TRADE OUTLETS

Mr. Hull to Tour South

America

Strenuous efforts by the United §
States to bring about special trade
alliances with the countries of Latin
America are foreshadowed in com-
| ments on an interview which Presi-
dent Roosevelt had at Hyde Park, his
country home, with Mr. Cordell Hull,

Secretary of State.

It is intimated that when the Pan-
American Conference assembles in
Monte Video in December the chief
United States delegate will be Mr.
Hull, who is said, at Mr. Roosevelt’s
suggestion, to be considering ‘‘a good
will tour’’ of South America.

Political correspondents at Mr.
Roosevelt’s summer home declare to-
day that since ‘‘Europeans are ap-
parently showing no desire to co-
operate with the United States in its
efforts to restore world prosperity ex-
cept on their own terms, the future of
markets for American goods in Europe
has become so doubtful that this
country is compelled to seek an out-
let in South and Central America.’”’

Once more it is predicted that so
far as Europe is concerned, the United

one of isolation while it revises trade
agreements with Latin America,
which ‘‘is progressing much more
rapidly than Europe, and, therefore,
offers a more potential market.’’

Tae Communist strategy of = the
Soviet Red Army is according to recent ‘
documents one of profiting by the failure §
of other armies to secure the mobiliza-
tion of peasants and workers. In other
words Russian strength lies in the de-
composition of the enemy forces. To
this end there are in most countries of
importance organizations whose activi-
ties are directed towards consolidating’
working-class opinion against mass con-
scription, - Russia designates the Red
Army as the working tool of the labour-
ing classes, hayving class and capitalist
hatred as its groundwork. The educa-
tion of the Red soldier is international
| in outlook and he is taught to regard
his conquering reserves as lying behind
the enemy battle front in the working
masses, . The Red Army as “the inter-
national control in war’’ was establish-
ed in 1918 with 100,000 volunteers,
which grew by conscription into a terri-
torial militia with military and politi-
cal directorates, The army is a peasant
army and as the Government has treats
ed the peasants none too well large sec-
tionsrotathesanmymase.to-day unreliable.
In order to stiffen peasant outlook to-
wards world revolution 200,000 Com-
munist  agents are planted in
the ranks and wurban  workers
are drafted in a greater propor-
tion” than formerly. The strength is
1,200,000 of which 800,000 are first
line troops and there are special disci-
plinary formations maintained to keep
the masses and the peasant conscript in
order. In the Chinese troubles these
troops were sent to the Manchurian

Secretary of the California Council on
Oriental Relations, in which he voices his
appreciation for THE Dicest’s “very fair
presentation of the case for the quota.”

Alluding to a resolution of the Califor-
nia Chamber of Commerce, urging revision
of the 1924 Immigration Act, so as to place
Japanese immigration on a quota basis, and
thereby effectually exclude immigrants
from the Orient without needless offense
to a friendly people, Mr. Hume offers a
quotation from the San Francisco News,
which reads in part:

“It can not be repeated too often that
advocates of a Japanese quota are not argu-
ing for a lowering of the bars against
Oriental immigration. As the State Cham-
ber says: ‘The main question in dispute is
the best method to secure a rigid restriction
of Oriental immigration,” and it goes on to
point out that the quota system would let
in a negligible number of Orientals, per-
haps fewer than are now admitted under
exceptions to the 1924 law.

“It is a question of method, and this in
turn is a question of manners. If we wish
to, we have ample power to be as provoca-
tive and offensive toward Japan as the worst
jingo among us could desire. But since
when have we admired and emulated the
man who insulted his weuaker neighbors
just because they lacked the power to give
him a dressing?”

Japan’s Pan-Asian Aim

A new struggle between Japan and the
Western Powers, as represented by the
League of Nations, is bound to come soon
because of Japan’s determination to make
itself a kind of overlord of all Asia. This
is the forecast of some Chinese editors, who
allege that Japanese agents of the move-
ment are overrunning China and other
Asiatic countries.

In the Shanghai China Press, an inde-
pendent newspaper, Hollington K. Tong,
its managing editor, itemizes charges
against the Japanese. Mr. Tong, whose
Chinese name is Tung Hsien-kuang, is a
graduate of the University of Missouri.

He asserts that particular attention is
being paid by Japanese Pan-Asian workers
to members of the royal family of Siam.
Also, a plan has been made to open a Japa-
nese Embassy in Afghanistan. In China
he finds special efforts are devoted by the
Japanese to those Chinese leaders who are
opposed to the Government. Even those
Indian leaders who are bitter critics of the
British Government, are said to be courted
assiduously. Nor are leaders of the Philip-
pine Islands neglected, he avers, in Japan’s
Pan-Asia plan.

While the results up to now have been
rather disappointing, according to the con-
fession of the Asahi, an influential Tokyo
daily, Mr. Tong predicts that more will be
heard in the near future about the conflict
between. the League of Nations represent-
ing the Western Powers and the Pan-
Asianism promoted by Japan.

Japanese activity in Manchuria, they give
him credit for the milder attitude adopted
by even the greatest fire-eating champions
of Japan’s military clique. Note is taken
also by these German-language observers
of Voroshilov’s skill as a horseman and as

a rifle shot, not to mention his gift for in-
fusing his own enthusiasm into the staff
officers as well as into the rank and file of
the Red Army.

They speak almost extravagantly, too, of
his genius for strategy and tactics, his
marked juvenile physical energy, carried
into middle age, as well as his intellectual
grasp of the military problems he had to
solve.

But his entire concentration on the Army
in order to enable Russia to cope with
Japan on land, maintains the Berlin
Vossische Zeitung, led to a certain lack of
balance in Russian life. For instance, there
long prevailed in Europe the erroneous
notion that behind developments in Russia
loomed the menace of a “Red Commerce.”
Now, the Vossische says, any one that took
the trouble to examine the dislocation in
the new industrial centers of the Soviet
Union “could easily see that not export
trade but military interests were the de-
cisive factor in conditions.”

The result is that while the Soviet State
is in a position to sell tanks, we are told, it
must import knitting needles. Again, tho
the Russians build perfect four-motor and
five-motor air-planes, which as bomb-
throwers can not be excelled, “a package
of safety-razor blades will corrupt the heart
of a Communist partizan who is in other
respects above a bribe.” Finally, it is
pointed out that while tractors and automo-
biles are turned out monthly by the thou-
sand in Russia, civil servants must divide
their fish and their soya-bean cutlets with a
spoon ‘“because the factory production of
forks on a grand scale has not yet engaged
the attention of any Comrade.”

A Russo-German Cooling of Affection

The friendship and cooperation of the
Soviet Union and Germany over a period
of eleven years no longer exist. In their
place are mistrust and hostile feelings, for
which Germany is entirely to blame.

This is the charge of Izvestia, official
organ of the Soviet Government in Moscow,
which complains bitterly that the party now
ruling Germany has for many years been
proclaiming that all Slavonic peoples, Rus-
sians included, are inferior in race. This
newspaper claims also that the Nazis have
been preaching that the Soviet Government
is doomed to perish, and that the Germans
will colonize Russia’s endless expanses.

But in order to achieve this end, Izvestia
says further, Germany must seek alliance
with the British die-hards, and it asks,
“what could strain Russo-German relations
more?” Then this Soviet journal begs us
to recall that at the World Economic Con-
ference in London, Dr. A. Hugenberg, then
German Minister of National Economy,
“permitted himself to speak officially of the
‘enormous expanses of Eastern Europe
which now serve as the source of conflicts,
revolutions and disorder’ and which ‘must

be put in order.’” Another Nazi leader, it
is further alleged, A. Rosenberg, advocated
in London “anti-Soviet intervention, the
separation of the Ukraine from the Soviet
Union, and the allotment of the Ukraine to
Poland in exchange for the Polish Corridor,
which the Poles would cede to Germany.”
While such are only verbal acts of hos-
tility against the Soviet State, as long as
they exist, Izvestia holds “it would be ridicu-
lous to think of the continuation of Soviet-
German friendship.”

But Izvestia seems to overlook that the
remarks made by Dr. Hugenberg while in
London resulted in his retirement from
office almost simultaneously with his recall
to Berlin. And as to Mr. A. Rosenberg, it
will be recalled, that his mission to London
—before the World Conference met—as a
quasi-personal representative of Hitler,
abruptly ended in a mixture of tragedy and
farce as far as the majority of opinion of
the English seemed to show.

Then it is to be recalled that one indirect
outcome of the World Economic Confer-
ence was Britain’s lifting of the embargo
on Russian imports.




Science and Invention

Our Defense Against Attack From the Air

The Potential Threat of Flying Armadas, Indicated by the Recent Visit of Friendly Foreign
Planes, Is Answered in the Army’s New Antiaircraft Equipment

I-\ ‘O weapon of modern times has so
quickly caught the imagination of
the people as the air-plane. Writers

visualize these giant engines of destruction

winging their way across a moonless sky
to dart down on some unsuspecting city,
drop their bombs, and vanish into the night.

A dreadful picture, if true. But the fact
has been neglected that man is as ingenious
in finding a method of defense
as he is in finding a weapon of
offense. Far as the plane has
advanced in the past twenty-
five years—and how far that is
was indicated recently when a
foreign air fleet spanned the
ocean to pay us a visit—the sys-
tem of defense has gone fur-
ther.

The air-plane offers a com-
plicated target, and speed -is
not its only advantage. A plane
can almost instantly change its
direction in any of three di-
mensions. This most evasive
of targets is also much given
to flying at night.

The Superhuman Robots
It is obvious that while air defense requires
fast, accurate guns, the chief problem is to
devise a system of obtaining the necessary
data and quickly and accurately making the
computations needed to hit so elusive a tar-
get. This necessity has led to the develop-
ment of the most remarkable series of ma-
chines in military history.

The heart of a modern antiaircraft unit
consists of three robots with superhuman
capabilities. They are the sound locator,
the stereoscopic range finder and the auto-
matic data computer.

The sound locator is used to detect the
approach of planes at night. It consists
of two pairs of large horns. One pair de-
termines the direction of the approaching
plane, the other its height. This apparatus,

The sound locator finds direction of aircraft

operated by two men, is accurate to less
than one degree. Different types of planes
emit sound of varying frequencies. The
trained operator can detect the difference
between the low hum of the bomber and the
higher whine of the accompanying pursuit
plane. - The bomber is the enemy to be
dreaded ; on this target the operator focuses
his horns.

Through an electrically operated device
called the comparator, the sound locator
directs the beam of a search-light upon the
approaching bomber. Corrections are auto-
matically made by the comparator for
soundlag, wind velocity, and the distance
between the sound locator and the light.
The sound locator has a range of nearly ten
miles. The sixty-inch, 600,000,000 candle-
power search-light penetrates the night for
a distance of nearly nine miles, and has no
difficulty in illuminating the target for the
operators of the other instruments.

The automatic data computer is the
“brain” of the fire-control system. In this
device the course of the plane and its alti-
tude are ascertained by the use of two
“tracking telescopes,” which automatically
transmit the angle of sight to the stereo-
scopic height finder. The height finder in
turn automatically determines by stereo-
scopic means the altitude of the plane, and
transmits the information - back to the
computer. ¥

The computer then calculates the point
in the sky where the plane will be when the
correct number of seconds have been al-
lowed for the flight of the shell, and auto-
matically aims the gun on this predicted
point, making allowance for other data set
into the machine by the officer in charge,
such as velocity and direction of the wind,
muzzle velocity of the guns, spotting cor-
rections, air density, and allowance for dives
and other maneuvers by the pilot.

-vertical range of about eight miles.

This computation is practically instan-
taneous. In actual battle practise the col-
lection of data, the prediction of the future
position of the target, and the correction of
the gun angle are, in effect, but a single
mechanical operation. Not only is the cal-
culation continuous, but also in the latest
type of mechanism the guns are actually
laid and the fuse setter operated by elec-
trical impulses transmitted di-
rectly from the computer, and
the long tube of the gun, like a
finger, follows the plane’s
course steadily through the
sky. %

Fast, accurate antiaircraft
guns have been developed to
go with this automatic equip-
ment. The most powerful weap-
on of this kind so far tested
in our service is the new 105-
millimeter gun. It is unusually
long and powerful and has a
removable liner that may be
replaced in the field, eliminat-
ing the necessity of sending
the gun to an arsenal when the
tube wears.

This gun has a muzzle veloc-
ity of 3,000 feet per second, fires a shell
weighing more than thirty pounds, and has a
horizontal range of eleven miles and a
No

bombs could fly so

aircraft carrying
high.

An antiaircraft unit equipped with these
devices can obtain almost incredible
results. In peace-time practise targets are
provided by towing sleeves or riderless
¢gliders across the field of fire. Under such
conditions, antiaircraft batteries achieve
hits with 50 per cent. of their shots. A bat-
tery of four guns is capable of firing about
100 shots a minute. This means that an
enemy air armada would be rocked by fifty
high-explosive shells a minute. It could not
last long under such a bombardment.

REPORTED INRUSSIA

TIMBER GROWTHS: FOUND

Barren Tundra of 40 Years Ago
Now Declared Productive—OIld
Theories Borne Out.

MOSCOW, Oct. 5.—That North-
eastern Russia and Northwestern
Siberia are getting warmer has just
been discovered by the Soviet Arc-
tic expert, N. G. Datsky, in a recent
visit to the north coast of Russia and
Siberia. The phenomenon is at-
tributed to a gradual recedence of
the polar ice-cap to the north of
Russia.

M. Datsky’s touchstone was the
depth at which he found ‘‘eternal
frost,”” or ground which never
thaws during the Summer and
therefore prevents the growth of
timber or any vegetation save
shrubs, grass and mossy tundra.

The investigations of Professor
Shrénk, about forty years ago, gave
a basis of comparison. Thus in the
region of Mount Mezen, Professor
Shrenk noted eternal frost at a
depth of two meters. M. Datsky
found no frozen layer at any depth,
even in the marshes. This applied
also in the Olkhovkau region.
__In other localities where Professor
Shrenk found only tundra, M. Dats-
ky saw growths of new timber. Dur-
ing the last fifty years, Russian
scientists have advanced the theory
that the polar ice-cap was receding,
basing their beliefs on discoveries
of bodies of prehistoric mammoths,
half torn by wolves, which indi-
cated eternal frost that preserved
bodies for countless centuries was
gradually diminishing.

M. Datsky's discovery is the first
concrete proof of the correctness
of this theory.

The town of Mezen is in Euro-
pean Russia about 150 miles north-
east of Archangel, on the Mezen
River, which flows into the Gulf of
Mezen, an arm of the White Sea.|
Mezen is slightly south of the Arc-
tic Circle. Y

The polar ice-cap, or region of
solid pack ice, is about 1,150 miles
north of the Mezen region. The
limit of solid drift ice is 900 miles
north of Mezen, but the Gulf of
Mezen and the White Sea are both 1
within the iceberg region.

The tundra regions, in which Me-
zen lies, are so cold that the Sum-
mer sun is unable to thaw the

ew feet before Winter returns.
Hence the ground below a certain
depth remains eternally frozen.

PASADENA, Calif.,, Oct. 20—A
quiet-mannered, thinly bearded
man, who is fond of tennis despite
his " sixty-seven years, is the pro-
fessor named for the 1933 Nobel
Prize in Medicine, Dr. Thomas Hunt
Morgan,

His present work in research is
being done at the Willlam G.
Kerckhoff Laboratories of Biologi-
cal Science, of which he is director,
on the campus of the California In-
stitute of Technology.

In these laboratories he has more
kind of flies of one genus than
most persons ever dreamed could
exist. of seventeen years’
studies of these vinegar flies (dro-
sophila melangoaster) he has ex-
tracted secrets very close to the se-
cret of life itself.

Special researches by Dr. Morgan
are into the chromosomes and
genes, the discovery of which Is
credited to the research work under.
his direction for the past thirty

discoveries,” said Dr.
Robert A. Millikan, chairman of
the executive council of the insti-
tute, “are among the great funda-
mental discoveries in the realms of
biology.”

Genes are the invisible units of
heredity and evolution, in which are
believed to be located the very se-
crets of life itself. Dr. Morgan has
directed research work revealing,
laws governing these genes, the
mutation of species and the laws of
heredity.

The genes are the gulding units
determining the formation of char-
acteristics in animal and plant life.
Chromosomes are the ‘‘apparent
hous n which the genes reside.

Flies Taken for Experiment.

Nearly twenty years ago Dr. Mor-
gan, then famous as a blologist, de-
cided that flies offered the, best
form of life in which to study
heredity.

He figured that there are twen-
ty-five generations of flies a year,
which is 800 times as fast as the
rate of propagation in man. For
seventeen years he has been cross-
ing the flies and producing results
that have astonished the scientific
world.

The genes are so small that they
are invisible to any kind of mag-
nification. Only by results of their

IN CITY'S BUDGET
VOTED BY BOARD

$620,562,176 Proposed Total,| ¢
but $532,026,996 Will Be
Raised by Taxes.

PENSION FUNDS INCLUDED

But Not $23,950,000 Fixed in
Bank Deal—Budget $24,-
000,000 Out of Balance.

The Board of Estimate adopted
at 2:30 o'clock this morning the
proposed budget for 1934, amount-
ing to $620,562,176.54.

The budget total represents every-
thing the city expects to spend

next year. Mayor O'Brien said his
so-called executive budget, repre-
senting only tax leyy funds,

amounted to $532,026,096. He said
this was a net increase over the
1983 total of $13,599,024.

To meet these expenditures, the
city expects to have $540,000,000, of
which $438,000,000 will come from

direct real estate taxes, while $02,-
000,000 will come from its general
fund revenues.

| the proceeds from increased water
taxes, the 5-cent tax on taxicab

Controller George McAneny said
$24,000,000 must be raised by econ-
omies, new taxes or both, in order
to balance the budget.

No further additions may be made
to the budget between now and its
final adoption. The Board of Esti-
mate has until Oct. 31 to effect
further reductions and until Nov.
25 to reduce the budget in coopera-
tion with the Board of Aldermen.

Both the Mayor and Mr. Mc-

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Former Soviet Official, Nephew of Famous
Russian Scientist, Becomes Tulsa Student

Boris A. Pavlov, a nephew of the
late Ivan P. Pavlov, world famous
Russian physiologist and scientist,
enrolled today at the University of
Tulsa.

Pavlov, 34, until recently an as-
sistant to Anatole Lunachearsh,
Soviet commissar of education, in-

tends to make his home in Oklaho-
ma and become a university profes-
sor.

He is a small, wiry black-haired

man, immaculately dressed, and
speaks fluent English with a slight
accent. He has piercing brown eyes
overshadowed by bushy dark eye-
brows, a straight Roman nose and
carries himself erect.

He arrived in Tulsa a week ago
and has been conferring with Dean
Lawrence McLeod regarding his
course of study. He enrolled in six
courses—English grammar, English

composition, political parties, his-
tory of the United States, introduc-
tion to anthropology and political
theories.

He is a graduate of the University
of Moscow, has a master’s degree
from the University of Prague and
has studied for two years at the
Oriental Institute of Shanghai,
China.

Had Often Heard of Tulsa

“The reason I planned to come to
Oklahoma was that I ‘had often
heard of Tulsa at my home in the
Ural mountains, the oil district of
Russia,” he said. - “I heard of Tulsa
and Oklahoma from visiting geol-
ogists and engineers so many times
that I decided that if I ever came
to the United States, I would live
there.”

Pavlov was enthusiastic &bout the
professors at the University of Tul-

sa. He likes Doctor MecLeod and
was astounded that a dean of a
university would confer with stu-
dents who are just enrolled.

“Why, in Russia, an educator
thinks he is next only to God,” Pav-
lov commented, and added that he
had written long letters to his Rus-
sian friends telling them of the hos-
pitality and brilliance of the pro-
fessors at the University of Tulsa.

“I like your wonderful buildings
here. I do not see how any city so
small could have such beautiful
churches and office buildings. Why,
they are even better than St. Peters-
burg.”

Pavlov comes from a long line of
educators. His father was one of
the leading historians of Russia and
for many years was professor of

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Sound Control Features.

At three important points the governor's liquor
control commission, in its elaborate report made
public yesterday, agrees with the principles advo-
cated by the Plain Dealer a week ago.

The probability seems to be that the Ohio liquor
code soon to be enacted at a special session Of the

The commission draws on the experience of Cana-
dians and others who have tried strict government
control, and adapts the facts of the experience to
conditions here.

REGOGNI.ZI.N_G A FACT,

In agreeing with Commissar Litvinoff for the
resumption of diplomatic' relations between Russia
and the United States President Roosevelt is recog-
nizing an established fact. No one now believes that
the Soviet regime is an ephemeral fungus. It is
established so firmly that, whether we like it or not,
obstinate refusal to recognize its existence has be-
come ostrich-like.

Of course the United States cannot officially con-
cern itself with the kind of government which
controls a foreign country. Public opinion here is

ic to the pri of
Russian Communism. How far this sentimental
hostility has affected the policies of American ad-
ministrations for sixteen years would be difficult
to estimate. It has never been given as our official
reason for refusing to recognize the USSR. The
official reason has been that the USSR has repudi-
ated the debts incurred by preceding regimes.

The Roosevelt-Litvinoff conversations have heen
based on realism rather than sentimentality. We have
as much justification as ever for resenting the
Soviet repudiation policy, but most Americans feel
this is no adequate reason for eternal antagonism.
The present agreement is dictated by practical
common sense. If we cannot compel or persuade
the Moscow government to pay Russia’s old debts
we are placing ourselves in a position to take what
we can as a compensating equivalent.

Nor should it be forgotten that the Soviet gov-
ernment has had at least a good talking point in
its claim for damages for the unofficial wars in the
Archangel and Vladivostok regions in which the
United States was a participant. It is now gen-
erally conceded that the Archangel War was an
American mistake, Soviet Russia has long and
earnestly desired American recognition, but when-
ever the American debts have been mentioned Mos-
cow has mentioned the Archangel War damages.

The Roosevelt-Litvinoff agreement, based on actu-
alities and largely oblivious to sentimental consider-
ations, amounts to an admission in principle of
Russia’s indebtedness. Such is the interpretation
of Litvinoff’s assent to special consideration of the
debt question at some future conference, and his
practical waiving of the Russian war claims. Even
though the debts will not be paid at once this form
of acknowledgment makes possible the establish-
ment of active commercial relations from which the
United States will profit largely.

Such incidental points as complete political and
religious freedom for Americans in Russia were
settled without a shadow of difficulty.

Of all the civilized nations the United States is
the last to recognize the new Russia. For a long
time this policy was fully justified. The Bolshevists

Rustling of Paper.

The stir in Ttaly over changes in the form of

During that period the world has been treated to
fccounts of how the corporations which govern the
relations between capital and labor have prevented
strikes, walkouts, decreased unemployment and made
the wheels of industry run smoothly. Eulogies by
those fortnight visitors who think it smart to praise
Fascism because it is the vogue are epitomized by
the common remark that the trains run on‘time.

Too much has been understood in the present
tense when the future is the correct one. These
corporations have to date existed only on paper
with one exception. That exception is the corpora-
tion governing the relations between actors and the
theater. No less an authority than Fausto Pitigliani,
philosopher of the Fascist,idea, admits as much.
After a decade of Fascist government only the
actors live in a corporative state!

The corporations might, when and if they function,
ereate a mew trend of conduct in industry. So far
it has been the general labor law which has sus-
tained the outward appearance of peace in Italian
industry. The reason can be found in one clause of
that law which stipulates that when three or more
worlkers. quit work at one time it constitutes con-
spiracy against the state. Under this code the in-

Whether the proposed corporations replace or
merge with an ornamental chamber of deputies, as
18 now being debated, is unimportant to the Italian
worker, Tt will change little his mode of life.

This relates to Japan and the question of
future Japanese-American relations; and what it
would mean in a possible emergency to have the
western republic and: the Soviet republics linked
together in friendship.

All in all the agreement Is a triumph of realism
and common sense over,impractical stubbornness.

ITHIN a few weeks Wil
liam C. Bullitt will go as
the first American Am-
bassador to the Soviet
Union. He is in his forty-third

year, a young man as Ambassadors |

go. The journey to Moscow will
not be his first. In 1919 this same
young man, a Philadelphia mil-
lionaire, then 28 years old, led the
first investigating committee into

the Soviet nation and so perma-

nently linked his name with that
of Communist Russia. As a sequel
to this work, he quit the govern-
ment service, angry, bitter and in-
tent on ‘‘going to lie on the sand
and watch the world go to hell!”
The world has lasted fourteen more
years; in that time Bullitt has
learned that the cynical Broadway
version of the biblical prophecy,
‘“‘Bread cast upon the water comes
back all wet,” is not always true.

Fourteen years ago he was the
leading man in one of the most dra-
matic episodes in American diplo-
matic history; critics then applied
to him the adjectives ‘‘Bolshevik,’”
““traitorous,” ‘‘dishonorable’’ and
‘“‘parlor-pink.”’ His resignation from
the State Department and the sub-
sequent Congressional investiga-
tion provided lively ammunition for
the Republicans, then warring on
President Wilson.

Yet a Democratic President now
gives him an Ambassadorship and
thereby proves to Bullitt’s satisfac-
tion that a prophet is not without
honor if he lives long enough.

HE Allied Peace Commissioners

gathered -at - Versailles in De-

cember, 1918, to serve as mid-
wives to the new peace. One ally,
Russia, who had held the Eastern
front for three years, had not been
invited. Worse, there were allied
troops on Russian soil, fighting a
casual and unofficial war against
the Soviet Government; there were
American troops .in Archangel.
There was an economic blockade
against Russia. To have a Rus-
sian delegation at Versailles, some
of the allied commissioners thought,
was to risk pollution and immedi-
ate world revolution. There was
no proof, anyway, tbat the Soviet
.Government was at all stable; -and
it was this government which had
repudiated all Czarist debts, as the
French, who held most of the bonds,
knew painfully well.

Yet, from the first day of the

, the Al and Brit-
ish delegates felt that, without some
sort of truce and understanding
with the Russians, any hope for a
permanent world peace was an il-
lusion. In the meantime the Allies
had made it clear that no one of
them would support an expedition-
ary force into Russia for long, but
that each one would be delighted if
another would do it.

Rather against French wishes,
Wilsonr and Lloyd George tried to
compromise; if the Russians could
not come to Versailles, there could
be a conference with Soviet dele-
gates somewhere else. The Island
of Principo, off Constantinople,
seemed far enough removed from
the centre of Communist infection.

back the answers. The investigat-
ing committee set out for Sweden,
carefully assuming all the secrecy
and gravity of a group of school
boys on a paper chase. It was all
part of fooling the French. But
Bullitt carried credentials signed
by the Secretary of State, which
spoke of the journey to Russia as
being ‘‘for the purpose of studying
conditions, political and economic,
for the benefit of the American
Commission to Negotiate Peace.”
In the light of later events the
wording was ironic.
The committee was met by a
guide in Swi . Stef-
fens said, ‘“We had Bullitt, Lynch
and our guide, Kil Baum, murder-
ous names for a peace commis-
sion."”

He talked with anti-Soviet leaders,
who protested against allied inter-
vention. Bullitt discussed those
things about which his superiors
wished to know—the cessation of
hostilities, economic relations, the
recognition of foreign debts.

With his committee he returned
to Paris after a week in Moscow.
He brought with him the Russian
terms, drafted by Litvinoff and ap-
proved by Lenin. They were the
most liberal terms of settlement
that the Bolsheviki have ever of-
fered; it is interesting to compare
them with the recent Litvinoff-
Roosevelt agreement.

The Russians wanted peace and
they wanted the economic blockade
lifted. In exchange they were will-
ing to agree that all the de facto
governments on Russian soil should
remain in power ‘‘until the inhab-
itants vote for a change.”” (At this
time theré were anti-Soviet govern-
ments in Siberia, Turkestan and the
Caucasus.) The Russians were
willing to “‘recognize their responsi-
bility for the financial obligations
of the former Russian Empire.”” In
turn they wanted recognition of
their government. What they want-
ed they have gained, and the allied
nations still wonder about Russian
debts.

Bullitt had sent some of his con-
clusions to Colonel' House. He ar-
rived in Paris with a report, con-
vinced that he had brought with
him ‘“‘an opportunity to make peace
with the revolution on a just and
reasonable basis.”” Wilson could
now persuade the French, touchy
about the debt question, to agree to
a conference with the Soviet diplo-
mats. And Wilson’s hopes for world
peace, in which Bullitt, like many
young men, believed, could move
nearer to reality.

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THE RAILROADS GIRD FOR THE JOB AHEAD

Lean but Efficient, With Personalities Developed, They
Only Ask, Says an Executive, a Measure of Fair Play

While the Federal Coordinator of
Transportation is dealing with va-
rious problems confronting the rail-
roads, railroad men themselves are
taking stock of their position. The
Jollowing article, by the president
of the New York Central Lines,
sets forth these problems and dis-
cusses the steps taken by the rail-
roads to meet new conditions.

By F. E. WILLIAMSON
R more than one hundred
years it has been the inevi-
table rdle of railroading to
hold a pre-eminent place in
industrial history. Yet its truly
epic story is being written in this
day. It is the story of the giant's
comeback.

Into this remade world, alert,
‘serious-minded, sane at last after
its bacchanalian revel of extrava-
gance and waste, the railroad giant
steps forth a new and different be-
ing. His rejuvenation did not come
in the four recent years of hard
times. It is his many years of self-

ipli hard trai scientific
tightening up which make him a
better man. He is lean. The sur-
plus fat has been sweated from his
huge frame. He is girded for the
stiffest job he has ever done. And
the stiffest job lies directly ahead—
not the old familiar job of blazing
the trail for new habitations of civ-
ilization, but the job of fitting him-
self securely and properly into the
new order of things.

Every railroad passenger and

_ shipper whose memory dates back
twenty years or more is conscious
of the fact that a remarkable trans-
formation has taken place in rail-
roading. But how are the railroads
different? And why?

In recent times the American
railways have done two remarkable
things. . They have developed ser-
yice to an amazing degree of effi-
ciency and they have developed
personalities. They have gone fur-
ther than building speedier and
more powerful locomotives, provid-
ing better cars, operating on faster
schedules. They have found a voice,
become articulate. They have dis-
covered a way to dramatize their
accomplishments. The addition of
a personality to their equipment
makes them human, understand-
able, responsive.

L I
OW, let us inspect the differ-
ence between the old and the
new and see what the change
has been. Twenty years ago Smith
& Co., Eastern merchants, would
begin tracing a shipment of mer-
chandise from Chicago the day it
started on its way and would count

. on receiving it only when it put in
its appearance. In those days there
was not much more certainty about
when goods :shipped from Chicago
would reach New York than when
a three-masted schooner out of

Freight traffic in this coun-
try had suddenly boiled up in such
volume that the railroads had been
unable to perfect a system to keep
step with it. But this was an un-
avoidable situation, and if the
Smiths had been reasonable they
could not have held the railroads
to blame. The trouble was they
did not know the truth. The rail-
roads neglected to tell them. The
‘railroads were mute, aloof, stand-
offish. They had not yet found
a voice. They had not yet devel-
oped a personality.

Contrast the experience of
Smiths with an incident that oc-
curred the other day. The traffic

ager of an aut bile factory
called up our freight department
and said that two carloads of radi-
ators bound for his plant were late

Then
came the evolution of the hump
switching yard and with it immedi-
ate relief of much of the con-
gestion.

These hump yards furnish a fasci-
nating picture of the precision of
railroad operation. The locomotive
pushes the train slowly up the
moderate elevation. As the various
cars reach the crest of the hump,
they are uncoupled from the train
and move down the other side of
the hill by gravity. Stretching out
before them is a great network of
tracks, with trains being made up
on them for various points. As the
cars move down grade on their own
momentum, towermen, with their
schedules before them, switch them
to this track and that, each to the
proper train.

Next came the development of the
car retarder. George Hannauer, a
vice president of the. New York
Central, believed that the hand-
braking of cars in switching yards
was behind the times. So, aided by
others, he invented a device he
called the retarder, by which cars
are stopped through h 1 con-
trol from the tower houses. The
retarder consists of steel bars which
run parallel with the rails and work
by electricity and air pressure.
‘When a towerman wishes to stop a
car slipping down the yard hump,
he touches a lever which operates
air valves and causes the bars to
press against the inside flanges of
the car wheels. ¢

The utility of this brake speaks
for itself. Under the old system of
hand-braking, it took seventy-seven
men twenty-four hours to put 1,411
cars over the hump, an average
of one car every sixty-one seconds.

With the retarder, ten men put 1,042
cars over the hump in eight hours,
an average of one every twenty-sev-
en seconds. And this increased speed
is entirely aside from the elimina-
tion of danger to yardmen,

A VIKING MEMORIAL FOR HAMLET

GROUP of Jutlanders recently
raised a memorial stone to
Harmlet on a viking mound on

A de Field, the Dan-
ish city of Randers. According to
Denmark’s first historian—Saxo
Grammaticus, who wrote in Latin
and lived about the year 1200—
Hamlet fell in battle on Ammelhede.
The fact that an Elsinore hotel-
keeper a generation or so ago man-
ufactured a grave which he called
Hamlet's is deplored by many

_ Danes.

Prince Hamlet—or Amled, as he
is called in the Danish of ancient
days—lived at a time when the
Peninsula of Jutland was divided
into small separate kingdoms, al-

' ways at war with one another and

with the neighboring Kings on the
islands. That was about 200 years
before the so-called Great Viking
Age, or about the year 600. (Shake-
speare, of course, placed his Ham-
let much later in time.) According
to Saxo, Hamlet, after having been
crowned as King, was killed in bat-
tle wita the King of Lejre (Isle of
Zealand) and was buried on the field

on which the memorial stone has
now been raised. This field, says
Saxo, was therefore called Ammel-
hede, a corruption of Amled Hede
or Hamlet’s Heath.

Jorgan Olrik, curator of the Dan-
ish Filk X at Copenh
who unveiled the Ammelhede stone,
has said that no claim can be made
that the A viking d
is Hamlet’s grave. That is impos-
sible to determine.

‘The Ammelhede stone is & rough-
ly finished piece of granite from the
Ice Age, light brown, almost_vose
in color, like the great Jelling runic
stone in Jutland. It bears the fol-
lowing inscription in letters re-
sembling Old Norse script in the
poetic, clipped form of the ancient
Eddas, or heroic verse of the Viking
age:

Amlede, wisest of all in viking

days, played the fool until the.

hour of revenge. Hailed as King
by the Jutes, he rests on Ammel

Thed

Bolivia hopes that American in-
dustrial recovery will increase the
consumption of tin; Chile and Peru
hope it will increase the demand
for copper. Brazil hopes American
wages will rise so that Americans
will drink two cups of coffee in-
stead of one. Ecuador hopes the
added refreshment will be taken in
the form of cocoa.

Argentina would like to place
Argentine beefsteaks on every
American breakfast table and Ar-
gentine linseed in every American
paint bucket, but does not expect
any benefits from the New Deal
unless President Roosevelt can be
persuaded to send a crew of wreck-
ers along the tariff wall to dig
some fairly large openings in it
through which Argentine products
can enter the United States.

In 1930 the United States shipped
to Latin America merchandise val-
ued at $686,044,000 and imported
Latin-American products worth
$780,784,000.

862,000. But only 9 per cent, or
$71,891,000, of our Latin-American
imports came from Argentina. Our
trade with Latin America as a
whole left an unfavorable balance
against the United States, but the
trade with the best customer left
an unfavorable balance against
Argentina of nearly $58,000,000.
Argentina was first on the list of
our South American customers and
sixth on the list of those from
whom we buy.

Brazil took 8 per cent, or $53,-
900,000, of our exports and supplied
17 per cent, or $130,854,000, of our
Latin-American imports. Brazil is
fourth on the list of our South
American cystomers and first on
the list of those from whom we
buy.

we were able to keep up the fiction
that we were maintaining favor-
able trade balances. That it was
fictitious is painfully apparent from
the fact that while our favorable
trade balances for the world at
large average around $600,000,000
a year, more than a billion dollars
of our South American loans are
in default, with very little prospect
that any appreciable portion of the
amount will ever be paid.

All the South American republics
have made herculean efforts to de-
crease their imports in proportion
to the decline in their export trade,
and most of them have set up
extremely efficient machinery for
accomplishing this by means of rig-
orous government control over ex-
change- operations. Under this set-
up, it is a criminal offense to buy
or sell checks, drafts or other me-
diums of remittance except through
the official control commission.
This commission simply refuses,
usually with the most profuse apol-
ogies, to_issue permits for remit-
tances to those countries whose im-
ports it is desired to decrease, just
as the Argentine commission is now

CIRCUS, FUN GOES SERIOUS

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REBUILDING THE FORTRESS OF THE POUND

: NCE more the world is en-
grossed with the problem of
the relations between the dol-
lar and the pound—between'|

the newer economics, whose home
is the White House in Washington,
and the older economics whose most
historic stronghold is a private bank
in London with paintings in its
parlors and a beadle on duty in
every entrance lobby. Londoners
speak of the latter simply as ‘‘the
Bank'” (they speak of “‘the Crown’”
in much the same tomes), but
abroad it is more usual to describe
it as the Bank of England. For
other central banks do- exist in
other countries, even though none
of them is a private bank and some,
indeed, are little more than govern-
ment departments.

To revisit the Bank at this mo-
ment, when the pound and the dol-
lar are so sharply under discussion,
is in one sense to enter an alien at-

e. In the mu 1 govern-
ment of London, democracy ceases
at Temple Bar. Once past the grif-
fin, you are under the City’s pe-
culiar system of merchant rule. It
is a system with ermine tails of its
own and with a Lord Mayor to
wear them. But these are no more
than its outer trappings.

The City in reality is a world-wide
empire of finance which is ruled
by the Bank—or rather perhaps by
its Governor, for most Governors
permit nobody near their throne.
‘“The Governor’” is an expression
which has but one meaning in the

City. Montagu Norman has now |

been Governor for so many years
that his name has become a syno-
nym for the Bank. Aloof alike from
the sounds of the market place and
the smoke of industry, he towers
above the City as the squire above
the tenantry.

Mr. Norman's diplomatic service |-

covers all of Europe in a very dis-
creet way. From the time of the
Genoa Conference in 1922 down to
two years ago when the pound was
pushed off gold, his word was law
at the Treasury in Whitehall. Dur-
jing all those years he was the silent
and dominant lnﬂuence in Bﬂttsh
politics, alth

up a continent which was littered
with the débris of wrecked curren-
cies, in order that in his wake the
City could regain its old ‘markets.
The history of European economic
reconstruction is described aslarge-
ly his’ achievement, although his
share in it has always been charac-
terized by the hush-hush which
characterizes everything that hap-
pens in thé parlors of Mr. Nor-
man’s delightfully private bank.

In economics he is the complete
banker. He is the great deflation-
ist. He still pegs the pound to gold,
not directly but indirectly -via the
franc.

.The wall is still there, for it has
been the aim in building the new
Bank to preserve as much as pos-
sible of the old; and this window-
less wall is not only a thing of
great beaunty in itself but is indis-
solubly associated with the Bank.
Its long, low front, its very squat-
ness, made visitors look with some-
thing akin to awe at the home of
the world-renowned Bank of Eng-
land. The wall and some of the
domed one-story banking halls
just behind it have been retained,
but fifty feet behind it the whole
interior is being reconstructed in
a new building which rises to a
height of 100 feet.

At present the eastern half is
finished. On the western and
larger half of the immense site
nothing can yet be seen from with-
out the wall, but within it, as you
look down from the windows of the
completed half, you see the steam
shovels eating their way down to
the blue London clay, fifty feet
underground. It is perhaps diffi-
cult to make out any relationship
between the intangible traditions
of a place like the Bank and its
home of tangible stone. But it is
impossible to look at the white,
new building, which now rises
anre the old black and gray wall,
without getting an impression of
immense vitality bursting up
through the overlying weight of
tradition.

Just as Foreign Commissar Lit-

50 his passing through Berlin from
Rome without the usual courtesy
call on high Government officials
reveals the frigidity of the Soviet
Government toward the Hitler re-

gime.

Besides reportedly telling Pre-
mier Mussolini that Russia is op-
posed to Germany’s demand for
an army of 300,000 men, but that
Russia would not “mix in” on this,
there was a caustic edge to what
Litvinoff said whenever he touched
upon Germany in his conversa-
tions in Rome.

A small ‘‘guide’”
ball, or ‘“‘pallino,’”” is thrown ahead.
Then hard wooden balls, usually
loaded with lead to give uniform
weight and gravity, are bowled
after it by the contestants, the balls
being painted or numbered for
identification.

The object is to get as near as

possible to the ‘pallino.”” Any
smooth, level piece of ground will
do, but if players want a regular
court the size is roughly 62 by 18
feet. This space is enclosed by a
low wooden border.

Play starts from a mark selected
by the thrower, who has the privi-
lege of the small ball. Who this
thrower shall be is decided at the
start of the game by the toss of a
coin or by the Italian finger game

The bocce game begins with the
winner of the toss taking the
“pallino’”” and his ‘proportion of
balls. Twelve points constitute a
game, and the balls must be thrown
underhand, with the palm of the
hand either up or down. By expert
bowlers, twists and swerves are put
on the ball, the twists causing the
pellet to stick in displacing an oppo-
nent’s ball, and the swerves out-
witting treacheries in the sward.

resources of Siberia. Its policy to-
day differs in two basic respects
from that of the preceding régime
—and from our own policy in devel-
oping our West: in its relation to
the supplies of natural resources,
and in its relation to the many small
native minorities. The Soviet plan
is to make Siberia self-sufficient
and to let the minorities, wherever

storms broke over the Altais, by the
sacrifice of a horse.

East of Lake Baikal, the ‘holy
lake' (and the deepest in the world),
are the Buriats, a Mongolian peo-
ple, Tibetan in religion. Each year
thousands rode on horse and camel
to shrines to see the lamas in a
flashing religious spectacle. Their
chief city is Verchniudinsk.

A thousand miles north of Ir-
kutsk is Yakutsk, a territory that
runs to the Arctic, with more than
a million square miles of land and
less than 700 miles of roads—less
than there are on Long Island. The
only communication with the rest
of the world, until recently, was by
boat, a long voyage. The Yakuts
paid a large part of the fur tribute
which the Czarist government took
from Siberia. Wives were bought
and sold for fur and reindeer. The
shaman, the medicine man, was the
power in the village.

The Czarist government let these
people go their ways, living in 1914
as they lived in 1514.

~ LARGE part of the charm of

To-day I frankly confess that I was
very excited at the time but was able
to conceal my feelings.

FOR several months civil aviation
in U. S. 8. R. hag undergone
some interesting experiments. The
Russians, intent upon conquering the
vast territories of their country, are
hoping to organize an aerial train
service which will compensate in
many regions of Russia for the lack
of highways and railroads and con-
stitute quick and economical means
of transportation.

The first attempt took place at
Samara. Here an aeroplane took off at
a speed of 120 kilometres per hour
towing a glider to an altitude of 700
metres. At this height the glider was
freed and allowed to soar to earth. On
the 13th May another attempt Wwas
made at Moscow. ~This time a plane
driven by the pilot Fedoseev took to the
air towing three gliders attached to
each other by cables. These machines
were pulled at a distance of 120 to 130
metres from the towing plane, always
remaining in a perfectly® straight line.
After flying around the neighbourhood
of Moscow and attaining an altitude of
800 metres, the gliders were freed one
after the other and succeéded in land-
ing without any difficulty on the spot
previously marked out for them. The
pilot of the second glider, the young
communist Chelest, executed six loops
while soaring. The chief of the flying
train, Simonev, declared that these
manceuvres were quite simple,

On the 14th of May the third experi-
ment took place. At this date an
aeroplane and two gliders covered the
distance from Moscow to Saratob 830
kilometres, n ‘about ten hours: The
train made four landings, Balachov,
Tambov, Kaslov and Riazan. Finally
a fourth experiment was made on a
still greater plan. An aeroplane and
three ; gliders attempted a flight from
Moscow to Koktebel (Crimea). Taking
off ab 4-15 am. they landed at
Kharkov, the end of the first lap, at
8.30 a.m. They took to the air again
at 3-35 p.m., stopping at Zaporojie.
They were in the air again next morn-
ing and arrived at Koktebel without an
incident. I believe that this remark-
able flight is the first of its kind* and
constitutes a world record, As a
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matter of fact the aerial train covered
the 1,379 kilometres (Moscow-Koktebel
run) in 8 hours 40 minutes. This made
an average speed of 150 kilometres per
hour. = Now the organization of & re-
gular air transportation service is being
planned.  The construction of large
gliders should be completed
Tach of these are to be powered with
an auxiliary motor of 100 h.-p. which
will enable it to continue its flight, after
being detached from the touring plane
for & maximum distance of 800 kilo-
metres, carrying a load of 2,500 kilo-
grams. At Moscow and  Karkoy
schools for glider pilots have just been
opened. It is quite unnecessary to add

that these experimental flights initiat-

ed by the U. 8. S. R. have been follow- |

ed with close attention in ‘international
aeronautica; centers.

Tt is well known that the population
of Moscow has grown with extreme
rapidity since the war. From a figure
of 1,700,000 inhabitants in 1917 the
population passed 3,600,000 in 1933;
that is to.say, it had more than doubl-
ed itself in 16 years. This demographic
phenomena, unique in its type, presents
some difficult problems, notably in the
transportation of this melting pot of
workers, “employees and civil servants.
For some time past the tram and omni-
bus services have been incapable of
keeping a normal traffic in the over-
populated  capital, and inumerable
Soviet  cartoons show  the  Mus-
covites  battling for the possession
of one of these rare vehicles.
The Government and the Soviet
of  Moscow decided to con-
struct an underground system as &
remedy for the nsufficiency of the sur-
face transportation.

The engineers entrusted with this
enterprise first made intensive studies
of the London, New York Paris and Ber-
lin underground metropolitan systems.
Profitting from the experience of others
they have made their plans with consi-
deration of every modern perfection.
According to their plans which were
drawn up in 1932, the city of Moscow
is divided into 10 divisions crossing each
other in such a manner that connections
with all lines is assured. The net has
a total length of 80 kilemetres.

The first line, which is now under
construction, passes under the central
arteries of the city and crosses them in
a north-south and west direction. The
ditches for this were first started at
the end of 1932, and the technical com-
mission hopes' to open up the line to
trafic on the 17th anniversary of
the Revolution, which is to be on the
7th of November. The number of
workers, which was not quite 50,000
at the beginning of the year, was in-
creased to some 74,000 since the first
of May.  Until now this army of work-
ers has removed 155,000 cubic metres of
earth and has laid about 35,000 cubic
metres of cement per month. < There is
now one kilometre of the tunnels com-
pleted and the vaults have been com-
pleted for a distance of 5,000 metres.

Some difficult obstructions were met
with in the line because of the geogra-
phical composition  of the ground and
the existence of ! subterranean rivers.
But one of the party leaders, Kagano-
vitch, Stalin’s right-hand-man, gave the
order: “All Moscow will construct the
Metre.”  And every Saturday for seve-
ral weeks, thousands of volunteers have
been offering their services free for the
project.

The Moscow. Metropolitan will be al-
most  entirely underground.

E. T. Brown, in New Book,
‘This Russian Business,’ Fears
Tempest of Paltry Wars.

EFFECT ON PEOPLE SEEN

Nation Could Not Survive Shock,
He Says—Advises Capitalists
to ‘Let Bolshevism Alone.

If the Soviet Government falls,
the chances are that ‘‘there will
break over the wearied land a con-
tinual tempest of paltry wars after
the Chinese model, destroying all
that is European or national in|
Rugsia and probably ending in the
permanent Balkanization of a gixth
part of the glebe.”” This is the opin-
ion of E, T. Brown, English writer,
expressed in his book, ‘“This Rus-
sian Business,’”” published by the
Houghton Mifflin Company.

If ‘‘these gloomy chances come
to pass,” Mr. Brown argues, ‘‘it]
will be a disaster almost withoutl
precedent or parallel since the ruin
of Rome and theé barbarian inva-
sions. All the slow past of the Rus-
sian land will be canceled in a mat-
ter of months; the centuries will
be rolled up like a scroll, and the
-Cossack and the Tartar may mount |
again and ride into the West." |

Possibility of Exhaustion.

If the Five-Year Plan, or even
the second Five-Year Plan, unmis-
takably fails, in the opinion of the
writer, or if Russia is engaged in a
first-class war before it succeeds,
the storm may be too great for it
to weather. ‘‘But it is more and
more certain that bolshevism will
not fall alone. It is too late for
that. The soil and the soul of Rus-
sia are too deeply engaged in this
enormous adventure. If that tre-
mendous effort comes utterly to
naught, a period of exhaustion
must follow.
“It is not In mortals to begin}
again so soon,” Mr. Brown eon-
tinues, ‘‘or to move mountains
twice in a generation; there is mo|
possible residue of energy which
can reasonably be looked to for the
heroic task of holding together)
Russia’s welter of nations and
babel of discordant tongues. It is
difficult to imagine any necessary
limit to as great a disaster. If once
the Soviet power goes under, then
perhaps all Russia sinks back into
the abyss.”

Survived Early Danger.
Once already, Mr, Brown points
out, the whole country seemed on
the point of disintegration, and |
Russia, the territory governed by §
the Bolsheviki at their beginning,
shrank almost to the size of
the medieval Muscovite dukedom.
“The country was saved from dis-
solution for that time, and the
strong hand of the Soviet power
again united under the rule of Mos-
cow the vast bulk of the former
territory of the Czars. But there
again it would be too much to
expect so great an effort twice in
the same generation. It is hard lo‘[
believe that even a united Russian
nation on the grand scale could
again survive a shock of that kind.
The overwhelming rhances suxely
tend the other way.'
Mr. Brown suggests that it may
be better for the capitalist West ‘‘to
leave bolshevism alone, rather than
risk those other perils which are
likely enough to threaten Europe
upon its dissolution. It may be, on
the other hand, that the interests
of the ca.pltahst order demand the
expenditure of the last ounce of ef-
fort for the destruction of bolshe-
vism, no matter what the conse-
auences might be. But Europe is
older than either of these antago-
nists, and will, as most men hope,
survive even the victor in this strug-
gle; and there is a growing feeling
even among the nominal supporters
of things as they are that they
would rather not see this ancient
and still vigorous civilization wan-
tonly torn to pieces merely for the
sake of stamping out a hetetmal

doctrine of polltical economy.’

Ballet. No Slavic creation this, for we
all know something of the beginnings

Reds Bar Mental Regeneration Experiments;
Hold Superman Idea Repugnant to Marxism

By The Associated Press.

MOSCOW, April 25.—The Com-
munist party put its foot down hard
today on the theory that a super-
man- can be created through the
application of a substance reported
designed to regenerate human
mental processes.

The party protest included a de-
mand that the laboratory of the
scientist, S. Kislitzin, in Moscow
State University, be closed.

A statement issued with the

party’s authorization declared the
principles enunciated by Mr. Kis-
| litzin were contrary to the tenets of
| Marxism. It accused the Depart-
ment of Education of the Soviet
Government of lending material to
aid the scientist and interfering in
the party’'s attempts to investigate
his activities. _

The party newspaper, Pravda, de-

| scribed Mr. Kislitzin’s theory as ap-

plication of a ‘‘special substance!
called geniel, which could be ap-
plied to human beings in order to
spur their mental processes, endow
them with power to foretell world
events and finally bring to creation
‘‘a more perfect man."’

The newspaper said that Mr. Kis-
litzin, elaborating the idea in recent
years, brought forth a new race
theory according to which racial di-
visions, religious ideas angeven the

mental capacity of peoples are gov-
erned by the sun’s rays.

The decomposition of light, com-
bining with peculiarities of electro-
magnetic fields of the earth, is
said to make racial characteristics
permanent and unalterable—a theory
which is not in agreement with the
principles of Marxism.

Pravda said that during the Sum-
mer of 1935 Mr. Kislitzin led an ex-
pedition into the Abkhazia district
of the Caucasus, known for the
longevity of its inhabitants, to
study the influence of ‘‘meridians
X and Y’ over the life span, pig-
mentation and growth of the beard
of people in the locality.

The Communist party is now ac-
cusing the Department of Educa-
tion of lack of vigilance in permit-
ting the establishment of the scien-
tist’s laboratory.

Pravda complains that, despite
the fact that eminent scientists
publicly voiced the opinion that Mr.
Kislitzin’s theories were illogical,
scientific counsel of the Depart-
ment of KEducation decided that
material = assistance should be
granted.

Pravda further complains that
the department padlocked the lab-
oratory two days before the results
of the party’s.investigation into Mr.
Kislitzin's work were to be dis-
closed.

“I'm freezing,” he said abruptly,
and began to shiver. Before the
inevitable hot flush gained his
cheeks, the center physician was
at his side. Diagnosis: malaria.
The astonished veteran was im-
mediately hustled to a hospital,
the red tape flying behind him.
Not a minute was wasted.

THIS office is popular: more
than 600 persons a month come
to Mr. Dorman for information
about the rights and privileges
of veterans.

Up a flight of old-fashioned
highly polished stairs is the edu-
cation office, where Dr. Tyrus
Hillway counsels those who are
seeking further training. His
function at the center is to deter-
mine the educational needs of ap-
plicants, to help them decide the
best method of meeting their
needs and to aid them in getting
established.

Dr. Hillway has discovered that
47 per cent of the veterans who
come to the center for help want
to continue their education. War
workers and high school students
are not less interested, but there
is no GI Bill to help them swing
it financially. There are some
sixty schools in the Bridgeport
area which offer courses ranging
from accounting to dcrobatic
dancing, from embalming to me-
teorology. And over 100 compa-
nies in Connecticut offer appren-
tice training programs which
give training on the job, supple-
mented by technical instruction.

Dr. Hillway was beaming over
reports of his most recent pro-
tégé. He was an ex-bricklayer
who, on emerging from the Army,
informed Dr. Hillway that he
wished to study music. The cen-
ter arranged an audition for him
with a professional musician, dis-
covered that the man had unmis-
takable talent, checked him fur-

~ther with the seashore musical -

aptitude tests—and allowed him
to' apply to the New England
Conservatory. Warnings that
music might not prove a lucra-
tive career did not deter him.

to be a chemical researcher, but
he had been a tool designer be-
fore the war. “I want to get
into the higher things of life,” he
said seriously. The test before
him was the Kuder Preference
Record—a battery of 500 ques-
tions analyzing occupational pref-
erences. “It seems like a bunch
of nonsense,” the veteran whis-
pered, “but they say it may mean
something.”

The question he was working
on read: “Check your preference.
Would you rather (1) design the
scenery for a play, (2) make a
chemical analysis of a new
toothpaste, (3) write an article
for housewives on how to re-
pair household appliances?” He
checked the second one after
thinking for a moment, and went
on to the next.

There was one woman in the
room who had been a war worker,
discharged the day before. She
wanted to be tested too. Another
war worker, who had completed
his tests, was off to get a part-
time job from the United States
Employment Service and to take
a sales training course. He had
rated high in “persuasive abili-
ties,” “business personality,” and
had shown himself to be “aggres-
sive, dominant and intelligent.”
He would apparently stand a
good chance of being a success-
ful salesman.

SEVERAL doors down in the
same building is the financial of- §
fice, where Maj. G. Gresham
Griggs gives advice on loans to
anyone who wants them. Since
here again it is the veterans who
most need clear-cut financial ad--
vice in reference to the GI Bill,
ex-service men for the most part
claim Major Griggs’ services.

The major is, as he describes
it, a screening agent to keep vet-
erans away from the banks un-
less their loans are good risks.
Apparently the banks are begin-
ning to be nervous about the
adverse publicity they have in-
curred in refusing so many GI's
loans. Major Griggs’ salary is
paid by the combined banks of
Bridgeport.-

“Most of these kids are green,”
says Major Griggs. “They're
babes in arms. And if any of

to be taken away from them.
They’re ignorant of what it takes
to run a business. They're im-
practical.

cants at most is worth a loan.”

He described the unending
stream of veterans who want to
open businesses—with no money,
no prospects, no information
about the businesses that inter-
est them.

are all equally responsible for
what happens to the people.

We have to prove to the Rus-
sians that friendship can exist in
spite of differences. Their fear
of the “cordon sanitaire” is so

obsessing that they want not,

friends but satellites along their
| western border — states with-
| drawn from any other influence,
states they can control and that
will always vote with them. When
other nations vote against them,
as in San Francisco and London,
they ascribe the opposition not to
conviction on the issue involved
but to a combination against the
Soviet Union.

THE idea that the world is the
enemy dies hard. It can be over-
come only by a demonstration
that friendship between nations
is not inconsistent with wide di-
vergences of view and of tem-
perament. The best example of
this is the often irritable but un-
breakable, partnership of Britain
and the United States. ‘“To be on
equally good terms with Russia,”
says. a seasoned British diplo-
mat, ‘“we have to feel free to
hurl the same insults at one an-
other as England and America
habitually indulge in.”

Nor is international amity in-

consistent with a firm stand for

principles. Everybody now agrees
that the time is past for side-
stepping vital issues and blurring
disagreements under a fog of
vague words. - If there are points
of serious disagreement among
the great powers it is better to
know them at the beginning and
work to reconcile them if possi-
ble or to adopt alternative plans
f and policies. A peace structure

i built of ersatz material will not

stand.

No responsible person can ad-
mit that agreement is impossible.
The only fact that overrides all
other facts is that the aim of
Russia is security. Her motive
in setting up an outer fortress
and insisting that the great
,powers shall be supreme arbiters
in making and maintaining peace
is to insure security by force.

But peace is also the cardinal
aim of the United States, and if
the two greatest powers are in-
spired by the same purpose they
are forced by a greater power
than either to reach agreement
on the means to attain it,

MEAN'I'I.ME, the world is in
an acute stage of moral and psy-
chological crisis, and to surrender
our principles—principles which
we believe form a surer ground-
work for peace than the Soviet

Government's more exclusive
formula—would not improve our
relations with Russia or create
stability.

There are only two ways to
ease the way to understanding.

. One is to open the doors and win-
“dows between us and let the cur-
rents of thought pass through.
Russia is too great and important
~to live cloistered within-walls,.

. matter how far they extend.
There must be more contacts and
freer normal communication be-
tween the two countries before
the barriers of suspicmn can be

swept away. We have to have
two-way broadcasts, two-way re-
porting, two-way travel, two-way
exchanges in every field.

The other is to exploit, develop
to the utmost, our common inter-
est in security by going ahead
full speed with the organization
work of the United Nations. It
can be argued that unity in main-
taining peace is a chimera unless
unity can be attained in making
peace, but the answer is that co-
operation is being slowly realized
in the Preparatory Commission
and it is not beyond the range of
possibility that the powers will
eventually turn to the Security
Council as a drafting committee
for the peace treaties.

The Russian and the western
powers have to work together on
technical and practical problems
in the administration of enemy
territory, moreover, and this fre-
quently exasperating experience
may tend in the long run to do
more to establish a habit of con-
sultation than political confer- ‘}
ences on higher levels.

AT all events, we must go on
from where we are. Because too
much' power is always abused
and leads to war, Russia, Britain
and the United States as respon-
sible world powers are bound to
try to prevent any of the three
from becoming dominant. And
since the one alternative to dom-
ination is partnership, only a will
to war or a philosophy of despair
would abandon at the first or
hundredth setback the endeavor
to achieve that partnership.

“It is better to light one small
candle than to curse the dark-
ness,” said Confucius. One can-
dle lights another and so many
are already burning to illumine
the two paths ahead—the way of
peace or thé way of destruction
—it is unthinkable that any sane
Government should ever again
lead its people back into the
darkness of-isolationism and its
fatal policies.

IN the Soviet dictionary, agree-
ment means only a signed docu-
ment. An oral agreement even
if freely accepted by the plenary
representatives of five powers,
duly recorded in the minutes and
carried out as a basis of pro-
cedure for ten days, like the
agreement that the five should
participate in all discussions in
the Foreign Ministers Council,
can’' be canceled and expunged
from the record if one power de-
cides to repudiate it. And de-
mocracy signifies elections with-
out opposition or freedom of dis-
cussion as we understand it.

There is no reason fo doubt
that the Russians sincerely be-
lieve in their definitions. Not
only is their idea of freedom not
the same as ours; they have lived
for nearly thirty years immured
in a house papered with slogans
describing the outside world as
hostile to their idea and conspir-
ing to destroy it. OQutsiders see
the Soviet Government using the
Communist party and the tech-
niques developed in establishing
the party dictatorship in Russia
as instruments of old-fashioned
imperialism, but Moscow sees
Britain and the United States
employing democratic slogans for
the same purpose.

There is no meeting of minds,
so that even our disagreements
with Russia, unlike our disagree-
ments with Britain or France,
are not argued out from known
premises or fought out on com-
mon ground. Russia has never
really mingled with Europe or
shared the great intellectual and
social experiences that have
shaped the Western mentality—
the Renaissance, the Reformation,
the democratic revolution of the
eighteenth century and the in-
dustrial revolution of the nine-
teenth. [

THUS in nearly every dissen-
sion that arises between Russia
and her allies there is a funda-
mental inability on each side to
understand the mental processes
of the other. At the London con-
ference nothing was more baf-
fling and irritating than the fact
that Mr. Molotoff and the other

se o he

representatives to conduct nego-
tiations jin the open. Secrecy is
not so much a policy as a Soviet
habit, the result of long isolation,
the underground experience of
most of the leaders, and a press
which is considered ‘‘free”
cause, like everything else, it is
state controlled. Military neces-
sity and the circumstances in
which they were held veiled the
Big Three conferences, and in
London the Soviet delegation in-
sisted that the same secrecy
should be observed. The other
Ministers agreed, but this did not
prevent either the Russians or
the other delegations, with the
exception of the Americans, from
slipping out information they
wished to broadcast.

Can a peace dependent on the
support of the United Nations be
made by three powers alone ? Un-
derlying all questions of proce-

ing is whether nations brought
up in a different school can agree
to adapt themselves to Russian
ideas and methods. The dispute
boils down to a conflict of views
on the nature of the peace and
the basis on which the world is to
be reorganized.

Nothing is gained by pretend-
ing that these are not profound
and radical differences. The only
way to deal with them is to ana-

lyze them, recognize them for

what they are and accept them as

elements in a tough problem.
Once we acknowledge that the

Russians and ourselves do not

look at things in the same way,

and probably never will, the at-
mosphere will not be clouded by
illusions leading to repeated dis-
appointments. We must under-
stand that to the well-indoctri-
nated Soviet citizen their ‘“‘democ-
racy,” in the words of Izvestia, is
“a true democracy in which the
people’s aspirations are the con-
cern of the state and state laws
are put into effect by the inspired
effort of the people.” The All-
Union elections announced for
next February offer no choice be-
tween parties or programs, but

to the Russians they are ‘“free |

elections.”

.

Behind this antithesis of tra-
dition, background and political
environment is something else,
quite as much Old Russian as
Bolshevik, but accentuated under
the Communist regime. At home
the Soviet Government is accus-
tomed to having its own way; it
is natural, therefore, that it
should find it difficult to meet
opposition abroad and to accom-
modate itself easily to divergent
points of view. Generalissimo
Stalin has proved himself easier
to deal with and more flexible

than Mr. Molotoff, probably be- -

cause he has more power, but
subordinate negotiators in gen-
__eral merely press their own case
and treat differing opinions as if
they were inimical.

HE Russians must under-
stand that we cannot modify our
own principles or exchange our
definitions for theirs. This would
be to sacrifice all we have strug-
gled for for 200 years. What we
have to try to make them see in

~respect to the Balkan states, for

example, is that it is not on our
side a question of governments
friendly to them or friendly to us,
as they think, or even of “demo-
cratic” governments in our sense,
but only of some assurance and
evidence that these governments
are the free choice of the people
concerned. If they go Communist
by free plebiscite, fairly prepared
for and honestly conducted, that
is their affair. The same is true
of Italy and Greece.

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GETTING ON WITH THE RUSSIANS

* WHY THEY BEHAVE LIKE RUSSIANS. By John
stscher 262 pp. New York: Harper & Bros.

STALIN MUST HAVE PEACE. By Edgar Snow.

"HE torrent of books about Russia
T which is now pouring off the Ameri-
can presses inescapably reminds one

of the fable of the blind men and the ele-
phant. There is so much disagreement in
these reports on Russia—and so much of
it is fundamental—that there are times
when it hardly seems possible that the
writers are speaking of the same country.
A typical cleavage of opinion is pre-
sented by John Fischer’s “Why They Be-
have Like Russians” (originally called
“The Scared Men of the Kremlin”) and
Edgar Snow’s “Stalin Must Have Peace”
(originally titled ‘“Russia Must Have
Peace”). Yet by processes of reasoning
which could hardly be more different,
both authors ultimately arrive at some-
what similar conclusions. They agree that
Russia does not now have the strength
to fight another war. They agree that
Russia does not now or in the foreseeable
future desire to fight a war with the
United States. And they concur in the
conviction that peace between the United

States and Russia is not only possible but

~practical and desirable,

Fischer bases his book upon a residence
in Russia of two months and six days—
from March 12 to May 18 of last year.
He spent this time largely in the Ukraine
as an official of the UNRRA mission.
The brevity of his stay, the sweeping
nature of his generalizations and his offi-
cial status with UNRRA involved Fischer
in a bitter pre-publication controversy
with the chief of the UNRRA mission to
the Ukraine, Marshall MacDuffie, who
complained that Fischer had violated an
undertaking not to utilize his official posi-
_tion for purposes of collecting material
for a book. MacDuffie also challenged a
series of Fischer’s statements, both of
fact and of theory.

THE MacDuffie - Fischer controversy
raged principally around minor issues,
such as whether Fischer spent two or
three months in the Ukraine; whether
Fischer spent most of his time,in travel
or working in an office; how many times
scher saw Nikita Khrushchev, the Com-
punist Party boss of the Ukraine;
fhether there were watermarks’ on the

Bses which gained Fischer and his

NRRA colleagues admission to the
Kremlin; how many times the author
went to the theatre in Kiev.

However, MacDuffie raised two major
_points. He contended that Fischer’s book
would prove ‘harmful to good relations
with the Soviet Union” and that Fischer’s
conclusions were ‘based on deductions
from an extremely limited experience in
Russia.”

The first objection would appear to
have become moot or virtually so in view
of the almost complete impasse in rela-
tions between America and Russia. The

second, however, is a challenge which is
more difficult to ignore. Fischer’s stay
in Russia was not long—although his
book does not establish a new record. At
least one correspondent in the late Thir-
ties produced an analysis of the Soviet
Union after only a week's stay at the
Hotel Metropole in Moscow. And it should
be noted that Fischer spent a good two
weeks longer in Russia than William L.

_White required to gather material for

his controversial “Report on the Rus-
sians.”” To White's credit, however,
should be mentioned the fact that he saw
almost the whole of the Soviet Union,
criss-crossing from“Teheran to Moscow,
from Moscow to Leningrad, from Moscow
to the Ukraine, and winding up with a
never-since equaled tour of the Urals,
Siberia and central Asia.

Fischer had only two months in the

Ukraine, backed up by an intermittent
study of the Soviet which began at Oxford
'in 1933. He operated under the handicap
of ignorance of the Russian language—
a serious weakness, as this reviewer can
testify—and was forced to depend upon

interpreters for all his contacts with non- .

English-speaking Russians.

None the less, Fischer made an ener-
getic effort to see and absorb everything
he could during his time in the Ukraine,
and his factual reports on that troubled
land are worth reading. He got to know
a number of Ukrainian families. He ate
meals in Ukrainian homes, learning how
they put their meager best on the table
for the foreign guest, even though it
meant they might go hungry later. He
encountered the serious political problems
of the Ukraine, problems rooted in cen-
turies of nationalistic agitation revived

by the Nazis, of re-awakened capitalistic
impulses and of newly incited anti-Semi-
tism. He saw the devastation which the
Germans left in their wake at Dniepro-
stroy and Krivoi Rog—the Pittsburgh-
and Youngstown of Rissia—and he is
able to assess realistically the delays and
difficulties of Soviet reconstruction. So
long as Fischer is reporting what he saw
with his own eyes and what the Russians

told him, he makes a vak€ble contribu-
tion to our understanding of Russia today.

But he does not halt there.

'T has become the fashion to talk about
Russia as an enigma, a riddle without
clues. And it has also become the fashion
for those who have gone to the Soviet
Union to offer their own private solutions
to the mystery. Fischer is no exception.
His theory is that the motivating factor
in Russia is fear. He thinks that the
Kremlin fears it may be overthrown by
the Russian people, and in support of this
he cites the care with which the NKVD
guards the Russian leaders. He thinks
the Kremlin is afraid of the Western
world—afraid that America may be lead-.
ing a conspiracy of Western nations
against the Soviet Union. Russia, he
believes, is suffering from a “war neu-
rosis.” It is desperately fearful of an
attack by the United States.

Fischer thinks that Russia’s military
potential is presently low. It is Russia’s
weakness, he feels, which bulwarks her
fears and which arouses her stubborn-
ness against giving up any possible ad-
vantage—either diplomatic or strategic.
He also considers that it is impossible for
us to know whether Russia still hopes to
win the whole world over to Communist
beliefs by revolution or would be content
to develop communism in Russia alone
provided we left her in peace.

Fischer’s doctrine for dealing with Rus-
sia is much like that of President Tru-
man. He believes in holding the firmest
possible line against the Soviet along her
periphery. That, he feels, will demon-
strate to her the futility of challenging
our world concepts and will direct her
energies back within herself. He also
favors our withdrawal from some of our
most advanced global bases (Okinawa, the
Ryukyus) on grounds this would relieve
the nervousness of the Kremlin and we
could always grab them back before the
Russians could seize them.

IN essence, Fischer would speak firmly
to Russia and carry a big stick. For a
generation, he suggests, Russia and the
Western world must live in an armed
truce. Then may come understanding.
This prospect is less frightening than the
immediate atomic war conjured up by
some alarmists, but one wonders how long
a rambunctious nation like ours could
walk such'a diplomatic tight rope.

The approach of Edgar Snow to the
Russian problem is so thoroughly bal-
lasted with study and analysis as to make:
Fischer’s appear (Continued on Page 35)

rather helter-skelter. Snow, vet-
eran correspondent and author of
“People on Our Side,” “Pattern of
Soviet Power,” etc., has made a
number of trips to the Soviet Un-
ion. He has studied Marxist-
Leninist-Stalinist theory not for

~the sake of doctrine but as a clue-

to everyday Russian policy. It is
hardly too much to say that his
study—expanded from his recent
series of Saturday Evening Post
articles—is the most penetrating
analysis of the Soviet which has
yet appeared in the American
press.

NOW approached Russia
around: the edges. He learned
about the Soviet in China, where
he was the first correspondent to
make a detailed study of the Chi-
nese Communist movement in its
present day, agrarian-cooperative
phase. Having lived with Commu-
nist doctrine as applied in one of
its most extreme extensions,
Snow went to Russia, He suffered
through all the trials and tribula-
tions of a newspaper man in Mos-
cow; but he kept on studying, and
he kept on going back to Russia
to check and recheck his conclu-
sions.

Out of his broad experience
and searching study he has writ-
ten what is designed to be a
textbook for American under-
standing of Russia. Snow be-
lieves that one of our great bar-
riers.is a breakdown in language
—a semantic crisis. We do not
understand Marxian ideology; but,
hnore practically, we do not un-
derstand Marxian terminology.
(He agrees that the reverse—
Russian inability to understand
American ideology and terminol-
ogy—plays an equally vital role.)

Snow' attempts to fill this gap
by explaining, for instance, what
Foreign Minister Vyacheslay Mol-
otov means when he talks about
fascism or democracy. And, dis-
closing that this question of
America and Russia is no very
recent problem, he quotes De
Tocqueville as reporting in the
early nineteenth century that:

Two. great peoples Startin,

at different poli)ntsl,) go forwarg
toward the same ends: these
are the Russians and the Amer-
icans. The others seem to have
attained the limits that nature
traced for them; these two
alone go forward in a race of
which the eye cannot see the
limits.

HE adds that De Tocqueville
believed that Russia and America
would eventually arrive at the,
same goals.

Snow then continues:

We have seen that the cen-
tury-old prophecy of De Toc-
queville has come true. Amer-
ica and Russia now hold in
\ their hands the destiny of man.
As between these two powers,
the United States at the mo-
ment carries the greater bur-
den of responsibility because
this country has an immensely
more terrifying capacity to
make war. By the same token
it pPossesses a voice for peace
which, if it were raised with
the full resonant power and
unity of the nation behind it,
could nowhere be denied.

To a considerable degree Snow
presents what amounts to a key
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for the understanding of the
speeches by Andrei Gromyko be-
fore the United Nations or Molo-
tov before the Council of For-
eign Ministers. He carefully ex-
plains the implications in Marx-
ian dialectic of the familiar So-
viet references to democracy. He
makes plain the difference be-
tween the West and Russia in
the definition of fascism.
Possibly the most interesting
feature of Snow’s book is its
presentation of a possible pro-
gram for getting along with Rus-
sia. Snow starts from the con-
cept that the United States con-
trols the direction of world re-
lations because of its paramount
military and economic power.
We stand, he suggests, on the
threshold of “atomic diplomacy.”
This poses the question of
whether we shall employ this
vast force to impose a ‘“Pax
Americana’” upon Russia and the
world or shall direct our energy
into creating an effective ma-
chinery for world cooperation.
Snow, naturally, believes in
world cooperation. He attaches a
rather important incentive to this
thesis in the form of economic
collaboration with Russia. Point-
ing out America’s need for mar-
kets in which to offer her poten-
tially astronomic overproduction,
Snow suggests that Russia is the
one country which has not only
the need for our products on a
mass basis, but also the economy,
potential foreign exchange and

national apparatus to enable he
to deal with the United States.

Snow is not impressed wit.
suggestions that if we strengthen
Russia economically we are
building her up militarily as a
potential enemy. He does not
share the conviction of many
persons who are stalwart defend-
ers of the American way that
Russia is irrevocably committed
to the world-wide spread of com-
munism. After all, he notes, he |
lived with “communism” in China.
And he did not find that the
product for export bore any ma-
terial resemblance to that con-
cocted in the Kremlin:

After laying down his sugges-
tions, Snow offers a final and
realistic note:

There is a criticism- [of his
program] for which I confess I
have no answer. It is that the
policy suggested would prove
utterly unacceptable to the
present Congress and Adminis-
tration. Without being unduly
cynical or pessimistic, I must
acknowledge that this is all too
true.

But, as Snow adds, if he can
lead even a few persons toward
an understanding of Russia and
her relations with America it is
a job worth doing.

Strange is the destiny of ideas!

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Remaking Nature for the Glory of the Great Stalin

Last week the Russians boasted of
a “historic victory’—the opening to
navigation of the new Volga-Don Ca-
nal, the last link in the all-water route
stretching clear across the Russian
land mass from the Black Sea to the
Baltic. Here is an account of these
canal and hydroelectric projects—the
grandiose “Stalin plans for remaking
nature” (see map). Some projects may
not be carried out but the whole con-
cept reflects the Soviet Union’s signifi-
cant industrial growth.

“Glory, Glory to Great Stalin!” the
Russian people shouted, or so the Soviet
organs reported, when the muddy waters
of the 2,325-mile Volga, Europe’s great-
est river, mingled with the clear blue
waters of the 1,325-mile Don. Thus the
Communist czars of twentieth-century
Russia carried out Peter the Great’s
eighteenth-century dream of giving the
Russian Mississippi an outlet into the
Black Sea as well as the land-locked
Caspian. The Reds named the new canal
after V.I. Lenin and erected a 200-foot
copper statue of Stalin at its Volga end. *

The Communists claimed that the
Volga-Don Canal eventually would carry

more traffic than the capitalistic Panama
or Suez ditches. Its thirteen locks were
big enough to lift 10,000-ton cargo ships
and 20,000-ton tankers—or submarines—
144 feet up from the Don and then down
289 feet to the Volga. It thus provided a
cheap means of transportation for such
bulk cargoes as coal, iron, grain, oil, and
timber to relieve the strain on the Rus-
sian railroads. By linking Moscow to the
Black and Azov Seas, it turned the Rus-
sian capital, already joined to the Baltic,
White, and Caspian Seas by prewar proj-
ects, into “a port of five seas.” From there
300-foot passenger ships (“with 500 soft
seats”) will make seven-day cruises down
to Black Sea resorts.

It was in similar superlatives that the
Reds boasted how they were harnessing
the Volga for hydroelectric power at
Kuibyshev, where they set up their refu-
gee capital in wartime, and at Stalingrad,
where they turned back the Germans.
They claimed that Kuibyshev’s capacity
would displace Grand Coulee (1,974,000
kilowatts) from first place in the world,
and would be three times greater than
their prewar plant at Dnepropetrovsk,
Europe’s biggest. They said that Kuiby-
shev and Stalingrad together would pro-

A

duce more hydroelectric power than all
Italy. Of this output, half would go to
Moscow by new high-tension lines.

In remaking nature, the Reds also
claimed they would water more land
than the combined territory of Britain,
Belgium, the Netherlands, Denmark, and
Switzerland. They said their newly irri-
gated land would grow more cotton than
Egypt and more wheat than Canada.
Their most ambitious project, if it should
prove practicable, would divert the Amu
Darya (Mad River) to irrigate the fear-
fully hot Kara Kum (Black Sands) Desert
beyond the Caspian. They also would
create shelter belts of forests to protect
Russia’s arid steppes from' Central Asia’s
searing winds.

The Reds’ task was long and hard. Be-
sides the Volga-Don Canal, only the
closely linked Tsimlyanskaya project and
the power plant at the auto-making city
of Gorki were ready. In order to get the
Volga-Don project “fulfilled on time,” the
others were deferred until 1955, 1956,
or 1957. And the Volga-Don Canal would
not be fully useful until the Kuibyshev
and Stalingrad dams made the Volga
into a deep-water channel through the

long dry summer months.
