Blackmail a Flourishing Business

| | HaRBIN, May 4.—Business is very
| bdd here due to ths depression, instab-
lility of the currency and other speci-
| fic conditions peculiar. to Manchuria.
However, there is one line of ‘‘busi-
ness’’ which cannot complain of bad
dividends. It is the business of black-
mailing and ‘extortion of money by
false pretences, to use the legal terms,
thriving here. =

Judging by all reports, it is evident
that there are working in this city
several gangs of blackmailers made up
of men of all four principal ‘“‘races’
of .‘‘ Manchukuo *—the ‘‘Manchus ”
Japanese, Russians and Koreans. The
aathorities, it is true, seem to be bent
on suppressing the “evil, but their
efforts have had enly a slight success.
A significant side of it is the fact that
these blackmailers invariably pose as
agents of the Japanese or ‘Manchu-
kuo”’ gendarmerie or police and extort
||money from their victims uunder all
|| possible threats .and intimidations.
These cases of blackmailing remain, of
course, almiost invariably unreported,
but the following one, which has come
to the knowledge: of this correspond-
ent, and was afterwards substantiated
'by official investigation, may be con-
i{sidered typical. It is well in this eon-
\| nexion to ask, how many of such cases
remain unreported? What is the situat-
ion in other cities?

A Typical Example

A certain A.V. Lagutin, describing
himself as a secret agent of the Japan-
ese gendarmerie, approached a Mrs.
Tomsky, a White Russian of the
“pink’’ vaiiety, and told her that in
the course “of his duties as a political
detective he had come to know of the
presence, in the files of the gendar-
merie, of incriminating material
against her. He further told her that
the Japanese official in charge of this
material had intimated to him that if
Mrs. Tomsky would pay a certain
amount of money, he—the official—
would be ready to dismiss the evidence
and destroy the incriminating material,
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ese gendarmery. ' The price named
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affair ended in the arrest of Lagutin
himself. This seems to have been due

Mrs. Tomsky who, upon coming to

‘terms with Lagutin, went straight to
the gendarmery headquarters to in-
‘quire whether there was really a Jap-
\anese official, named Mr. Lagutin, and
whether this agent was a proper man
‘to hand money to.

At the gendarmery, Mrs. Tomsky
was told that Lagutin was not their
agent and that he was probably one
of the blackmailers extorting money
under false pretence of being political
detectives, of whom—they admitted—
there was quite a ‘crowd working in
s |Harbin.

It is said that these extortion-
ers invariably pose as political de-
tectives and collect tribute from their
victims—*“Manchu’’ merchants and of-
ficials—month in and month out, liv-
ing on their ‘‘hosts’ like parasites. In
this respect, ‘‘Manchua’’ officials, who
have been serving since General Chang
Hsueh-liang’s régime in Manchuria,
seem to be most common victims, be-
cause, in such cases the blackmailer (or
—who knows?—perhaps a real detect-
ive) will say fthat he knew his victim
as a member -of the Kuomin Tang in
pre-"‘Manchukao’’ time and that in
order to keep this information secret a | .
certain smonthly emolument out of the
man’s salary will be necessary. And
any connexion with the Kuomin Tang
entails at least hard labour for life or
capital punishment!

All this creates an unwholesome at-
mosphere around the administration
generally.

Paris, July 2—(AP)—French for-
eign office sources confirmed re-
ports today that France and Great
Britain had determined freely to
supply arms, munitions and air-
planes to the Apanish government
unless Germany and Italy changed
their attitude ergarding non-inteven-
tion in Spain.
Omcmny labelling such action as
“resumption of normal commer-
cial relations,”. persons close to For-
eign Minister Yvon Delbos indicated
that Spanish Foreign Minister Jose
Giral Pereira had come to Paris to
make arrangements for delivery of
war materials if and when ‘such ac-
tion was taken.
Delbos earlier was reported to
have informed the Chamber of Depu-
ties' foreign affairs committee that
France and Great Britain might over-
ride Italo-German objections and
create an extended Anglo-French pa-
trol around all Spain,

Other Courses

Aside from the possible establish-
ment of an Anglo-] French patrol in-
apendgm of Ttaly and Germany to
cancy SR Victtanine sag-
21-powel‘ non-intervention
scheme, there were these possible
courses, said sources close to the
foreign office:
Inducing the Rome and Berlin gov-
ernments “by all possible means” to
return to the neutrality control sys-
tem; a return by France and Britain
to “freedom of action” concerning
the Spanish war pending “reconsid-
eration” of the entire problem.
Informed sources pointed out that
the reconsideration policy, already
discussed by French and British dip-
lomats, coincided with the action of.
the foreign affairs committee last
night.

Resolution Adopted

The committee adopted a resolu-
tion proposing “reconsideration” in
the event that Germany and Italy
persisted in rejection of the Anglo-
French patrol scheme. The group
held that the Italo-German refusal
was “inadmissible under present cir-
cumstances.”

How Land Would Be Split.

Great Britain, supervising Pales-
tine under a League of Nations
mandate, promised in the Balfour
declaration of 1917 to make it “a
national home for the Jewish peo-
ple.”

As outlined in Jewish circles, the
new plan would create a Jewish
state “comprising the upper and
lower Galilee Valley, the Esdraelon
coastal plain from Raselnakura in
the north to Beertuvia in the
south; the great part of the Beisan
area 'and the towns of Haifa,
Safad, Acre and Tiberias.

The British-mandate area would
include Jerusalem, Bethlehem and
a corridor on both sides of the
Jerusalem-Jaffa Road by which
Arabs would have access to the sea
at the port of Jaffa.

The rest of Palestine would be
an Arab state bordering on Trans-
jordan, a British-mandated Arab
nation to the west.

Great Britain would propose
treaties with Arab and Jewish or-
ganizations to establish the inde-
pendence of two states. She would
grant £2,000,000 ($10,000,000) to the
Arab State besides an unspecified
additional sum to help transport
Arabs to the Transjordan from the
Jewish State. During the transi-
tion period Britain would continue
direct administration of the entire
Holy

They have met to organize violence and bloodshed.
They have met to foment insurrection. They have met
to plot the destruction of American democracy.

They call themselves “citizens’ committees”—they
who already have murdered 15 citizens, 15 American work-
ingmen in the steel strike.

They say they are prote
they who are tryin,
denying the right
relief.

Now they have set up a national organization. At
Johnstown these citizens of death and disaster have openly
proclaimed their intention to take the law into their hands.

Background of Plottings by Generals with Hitler and Mus-
solini Against People’s Front Reviewed by Harry Gannes;
Sparks of Fascist War on World Peace Ignited in the East

By Harry Gannes

Today Spain enters its second
year of war against Fascist rebel-
lion and foreign Fascist invasion.
Two facts loom up. On a world
scale the sparks ignited by the
fascist incendiaries in Spain are
now smoldering in the Far Esst.

Spain, “we can see the pmille
of a People’s Front victory,"
General Jose Miaja, declared.

Originally, the Spanish Fasclst
uprising was conceived with as
much cunning and deliberation as
the Japanese attack on Peiping.

Never at any moment was the
rebellion led by General Franco
purely a “civil war” or solely &
Spanish issue. There is not the
slightest doubt that the milifary
cabal which led the assault would
never have undertaken so
tic an adventure without the full-
est assurance from Hitler and
Mussolini. Tt is now known that
the war against the Spanish Re-
public was plotted in Rome
Berlin,

We must go back briefly. In
April, 1631, the rotten Monarchy
rooted in the corrupt soil of feu-
dalism, crashed to the ground,
Unable to thwart the demand of
the people for a_democratic re-

public, King Alfonso ﬂcd the
country. The generals, the
dees, the church hierarchy and O.he
other enemies of the peoplere-
mained. Patlently they Piaca bt
time. The republic vacillated. Fe.
action soon go the upper ham.
In October, 1934, the Right Wing
Robles-Lerroux _government ' it~
mpted to inaugurate a Fascist
dictatorship, An uprising -of the
workers—who had not yet created
anti-Fascist unity—failed. But the
resistance made the Fascists wary,

TLearning from their mistakes on
January 16, 1936, the workers’ par-
ties and the democrats- (the Leff
Republican and the Republican
Union Parties, the parties of the
middle class) joined in the Span-
sh People’s Front.

One month later. February 16,
1936, the People's Front of Spain
won an overwhelming victory to
the Cortes (Spanish parliament).
A People’s Front government was.
installed. The 30,000 prisoners of
October, 1934, were released.

GUARDS BEGIN PLOT

The feudal-monarchist cliques
realized that the social reforms.
demanded by the people from.
their victorious People’s Front

In the Soviet Union, the eight
generals headed by Tukhachevsky
who were similarly- plotting as-
sistance to a Fascist invasion of
the USSR. were executed.

Spain are (except- for two who
were killed in plane “accidents”)
today leading the war against

Spain. After one. year, .costing
1,000,000 lives, Spain’ has learned
now how to deal with traitors,
spies and wreckers.

A word on the political power
that met the fascist assault.

The
anarchisi rank and file had vio-
lated a sacred Anarchist tenet—
they had VOTED for a People's
Front _victory the elections.
Now they were to learn still more
under the fires of civil war.

The Quiroga government re-

signed. In its place stepped the

Giral Cabinet. The workers were
armed. But there was not at-
tempt made to establish & uni-
fied command: The heroism of
the people was sporadic, unor-
ganized, and often futile.

The uncontrolled Anarchist
gangsters saw their opportunity.
The Trotzkyites seized arms in
the melee. From the start they
began their counter-revolutionary
plotting. Just now they see’ the
very devil in the Negrin govern-
ment. But it is & fact that every
government, t has fought
against fascism in Spain (includ-
ing the Largo Caballero Cabinet)
was the target of the Trotzkyite
P.O.UM.

Badejoz, near Portugal, was
seized by ~Franco, With  the
Moorish mercenaries in the van,
Franco armies smashed  ahead
after months of fighting.

They marched on: to
the very gates of Madrid.. THey
chose the day for the fall of Ma-
drid, ironically enough it was to
be November 7, 1936, 20th anni-
versary of the victorious October
Revolution in Russia. The fascist
officers laughingly made dates for
champagne dinners - in adrid.
The Workers' Age, the Lovestone-
ite organ in the U. 8. supporting
the P.O.U:M;, also was anxious to
hand Madrid over to the fascists,
printing & news story about the
actual fall of the city, and blam-
ing the People’s Front govern-

ent.

But Franco's failure to take Ma-
drid was a turning point in the
war. Democratic Spain got a
breathing space. The enemy was
held at bay. He could not achieve
his objective.

Throughout the fascist rebellion
in Spain, the international situ-
ation was decisive, Ifalian and
German fascism. were the ‘prime
movers on the side of Franco. To
them Spain was an episode in the
drive to a world war and a redi-
vision of world colonies and other
territory.
