DELHI, MAY 5.—The
President unveiled a life-size
portrait of Jawaharlal Nehru in
central . Hall of Parliament
douse here this evening.

The portrait painted by the
tamous Russian artist, Dr. Sveto-
slav Roerich, adorns the last
panel of the hall which consists
of 11 portraits of men, besides
tnat of Nehru, who built the
nation.

Unveiling the portrait, Dr.
