THE STATUTE under which the ROERICH MUSEUM may claim tax
exemption is SECTION 4, SUBDIVLSION 7, of the TAX LAW, a part
of which is hereinafter quoted. THE STATUTE in question has
been interpreted to mean that only such property ( of an in-
stitution coming within its premises ) is exempt that is de-
voted exclusively to the purpose for which it is organized and
does not include property which is not directly used for the
Chartered Purposes, but the income from which is devoted to
those purposes:

STATUTE: "The real property of a corporation or associ-
ation organized exclusively for the moral or mental improve-
ment of men or women, or religious, Bible, tract, charitable,
bénevolent, missionery, hospital, infirmary, eeucational,
scientific, literary, bar association, library, patraotic,
historical or cemetary purposes, or for the enforcement of
laws relating to children or animals, or for two or more such
purposes, and the personal property of any such corporation
shall be exempt from taxation. But ho such corporation or
association shall be entitled to any such exemption if any of-
ficer, member or employee thereof shall receive or may be law-
fully entitled to receive any pecuniary profit from the opera-
tions thereof except reasonable compensation for services in
effecting one or more such purposes, or as proper beneficiary
of these strictly charitable purposés, RART AR R RRR
"The real property of any such corporation or association entitled
to such exemption held by it exclusively for one or more of such

purposes and from which no rents, profits or income are derived

shall be so exempt though in any actual use therefor by reason

of thecabsence of suitable buildings, or improvement thereon,

if the construction of such buildings or improvements is in
progress, or is in good faith contemplated by such corporation
or association; or if such real property is held by such cor-
poration or association upon condition that thé title thereto
shall revert in case any building not intended and suitable

for one or more of such purposes shall be Brected upon such
premises or some part thereof."

"The real property of any such corporation not so used exclusive-
1y for carrying out thereupon one or more of such purposes, but
leased or otherwise used for other purposes, shall not be exempt,
but if a portion only of any lot or building of any such cor-
poration or association is used exclusively for carrying out
thereupon one or more such purposes of any such corporation or
association, then such 1ot or building shall be so exempt only

to the extent of the value of the portion so used and the
remaining, or other portion, to the extent of the value of such

remaining,or other portion, shall be subject to taxation.m *itsx
