The British Section of the Theosophical Sochety shall consist 4f all Fellows
of the Theosophical Soeciety resident in the United Kingdom of Great Britiaién
and Ireland,

Tor all purposes of organization,the Section shall consist of all branches
of the Theosophical Society within the above limits, provided that the said
brenches shall be duly chartered by the Theosophical Soeiety, or by such
other authority as shall be deputed for that purpose,

The Government of the British Section shall be vested in a Council., The
Council consists of the following: The Presidents of Branches, ex officio;
one delegate from each Branch for every twenty-five members, the General
Secretary and such unofficial members of the present Genmeral Council ef
the Theosophical Society as are resident in the United Kingdom, The Couneil
is an integral portion of the General Council of the Theosophical Society,

Tue Ceneral Secoretary shall be elected annually by the Council, and
dguring his tenure of office shall have the voting power of a wember of
Council, and shall be responsible for the carrying on of the routine busi-~
ness of the Section, and for the due execution of all inatructions conveyed
to him by the Counecil,

The General Seeretary shall further keep a register of all members ofthe
Section and it shall be the duty of Secretaries of branches to furnish him
from time to time with the names and addresses of members of their branches,
This register shall be open to the inspection of Presidents of branches,

¥Wo person shall be considered a member of the Section whose name is not
on the list of the General Secretary.

The Council of the Section shall meet in London during the months of
April and November,and at such other times as may be considered expedient,
Note of such meetings, together with notiees of any resolutions to be moved,
or business transacted, shall be forwarded to every Braneh,at least twenty-
one daye before the fixed for such meetings date, Special leetings shall be
summoned by the General Secretary,at the reguest of the representatives of
any two Braonches,in which case notice shall be given to all branches as
above.

At Meetings of the Courcil, the members present shall elect their Chalrmm
pro tem: the quorum of the Council shall consist of one representative from
each of two Branches.

Tach Member of the Council has one vote on any questions about which s
division is taken., Proxies,general and special,shall be allowed, In case
of & tie, the motion shall stand adjourned,

The Counecil of the Seetion shall have power to issue to Branches chriers
and diplomas to Members, It shall further have power to suspend charters or
the diplomas of unattached members, pending an appeal to the President~-Founde

Tach Branch shazll determiue for itself the qualifications of its Lembers
or Associates, But no Member of the Section shall have power to vote or be
eligibvle to office in more than one Branch.

All aifficulties or cuestions arising within branches or between unattached
Yembers of the Section,may be referred at the desire of either party to the
decision of the Council of the Seetion, And final appeal shall lie to the
President-Founder,
