subject to destruction or injury,”
said the Secretary of State.

Improvement cf possibilities for
world peace will result from Ameri-
can recognition of the Soviet Union,
qualified observers predicted last
night.

Diplomats said Japan’s expansion
on the Asiatic mainland and in Pa-
cific islands probably would be re-
tarded, due to increased prestige for
Russia and to the prospect of So- :
viet-American cooperation fo pro-
tect mutual interests in the Orient.
Broad modification of Japanese for-
eign policy might follow.

“T have no objection to recogni-
tion,” said Senator Reed, of Penn-
sylvania, a leading Republican
spokesman, “provided it does not

call for the lending of money to the
U. S."S. R. by any Government
agency. Russia is in default to
France, and it would be unwise to
lend her any money.”

Kean Also Opposes Loans.

Senator Kean (Republican), New
Jersey, joined Reed in his stand
against loans, saying:
