In your last letters you emphasize how happy you are to
have responsibility, with which every co-worker is charged in
his management of the section entrusted to him, The realisation
of personal responsibility is quite correct, but I would like also
to hear something about collaboration, I am afraid that my under-
stending of responsibility will be somewhat different from yours,
Personal responsibility is not only connected with the broadest
co-operation, but truly speaking, this co-operation or collaboration
is the basis of personal responsibility. The cosmos is built upon
go-operation, and man, being part of and a reflection of the cosmos,
eannot exclude himself from this law if he does not wish to destroy
himself, ©TEach section, with one of the co~-workers at the head of
it, must co-operate as much as possible with all other seciions,
All the sections work seccording to the same plan and we must see
that they work together like the fingers of the same hand, not
disturbing, but helping and complementing each other, The with-
drewal of one of the sections from co-operation is similer to a
gangrenous process and will cause general dissolution unless a
salutory operation is performed in time,

If vou think that responsivility means withdrewal and
indepenience of action, you reveal a well-hidden sense of ambition
or possessiveness, And we know how all such feelings are
di sepproved of by ell the Teachers, I1f we do not deatroy within
curselves the sense of ownership in all its aspecis, we cannot
easily reach the next step: it mey be that we consider possessively
not only our own section, but even our pupils end acquaintances,
and we mey be hurt if some of our eollaborators also evince an
interest in them,

The slave-holding attitude arises from the sense of owner-
ghip, end you know how diffiecult it is to eradicate such feelings,
put are such atavisms permissible in the epoch of Mother of the
world, the epoch of utmost co-operation?

The societies do not exist for our personal eggrandisement:
therefore, we must work according to the generel plan for the
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development of all the socleties, By heightening the significance
“of the societies, we heighten ourselves, but if we think primarily
of enhaneing our own personality, we shall weaken the socleties
end therefore ruin ourselves,

I fear thet my directions may be disliked by yous I have
reasons for thinking this, But as it is sald, "the Teaching is
not soothing syrup, neither is it silver jack-straws; it is a
severe erucifying of selfishness and the tense trensformation of
our lower nature through the finest fires, soothing syrup perhaps
may be appropriate on the first step, but the Teaching requires
the severe end beautiful flowers of self-denial, Those who
prefer soothing syrup had better not touch the fiery food prepared
for those who chase self- denial,”

Yes, all the dark cormers should be lighted up, and the
f11th of yesterday should be cleaned out: otherwise, it will be
impossible to bulld the next degree,

Please forgive my severe remarks, I write with all my

heart; T want to help you and to give you & new understending,

sweet speeches put our consciousnesses to sleep and deepen our

ignorsnce, but ignorance is stagnation and retrogression, Give
joy to the Teacher; let Him see your ardent desire to comprehend
the joyous ascent; tread this new path with severe self-control,
The foundation of the higher joy is full of suffering, fouffering
precedes joy" - let us remember this,

ith all my heart I agree &ith the Teacher's edict about
the pressing necessity to commence a new step. What does this
new step mean? Not just exclamations and enthusiasm about the
wisdom and beauty of the Teaching, not just assurance about
devotion and undérstanding, but action according to the new com-
prehension of the Teaching. Thus, let us apply the Teaching in
life, let us honour the Hierarchy and let us begin a friendly and
sensible collaboration,.

Let us attentively and carefully carry out the given tasks;
let us strive to understand all the majesty of the General Good
and our own responsibility. Let us build into the foundations
all the given confirmations bf the last ten years, Gather to-
gether and read them with all your heart. Tverybody's place was
clearly indicated, because only in such a way could be achieved
the greatest and the most beneficial results. ‘

Also, beginning with the very first days, some of the
collaborators showed certain characteristics in their natures,
which should have been immediately outlived. But what was done
regarding the fulfillment of these useful ané salutary indications?
Was not the most unpardonable carelessness shown to this most
necessary problem? Verily - most necessary, as only honest
understanding and the outliving of our faults can advance us on
the path of service. Let each one look into the depth of his
consciousness; let him awaken his heart; let him give a severe
account to himself of all the motives which directed his actions;
and let him start immediately, ftChe eradication of all bad accumue
lations, as time is short.

The Teaching points out vices, namely, ambition, self-conceit,
selfishness, suspiciousness and carelessness, which should not be
allowed to grow up eamong the co-workers if they wish to build the
foundation of a new step. Let us bedome firmly aware in our hearts

that the Teacher disapproves of the tendency towards bossiness.




As I have already written once before - bossiness and true leader-
ship are antipodes. ¥hile the first is of da:kness, the latter
is of the light of knowledge, the eternal striving towards per-
fection. Pirst of all, bossiness is vulgar; that is why it is
easy to fall into this attitude. “"Bossiness is the main obstacle
in the path of discipleship.” Self-conceit and bossiness are
inseparable and lead to spiritual impoverishment and destruction.
The Teacher does not use force. He acts according to
the intelligence of his co-workers. 0ften the leader sees a
short and simple plan of achievement, but just the very simplicity
of this plan is above the consciousness of the collaborators; so
the wise leader will not insist upon his own way, but, after con-
sidering the ability of the collaborators, he will select a line
of action which is of easy access for the majority.

v Not tyranny, but true collaboration is necessary. Broadest
co-operation is inseribed upon the Banner of New Fra! The main
quality of a leader is to be able to assemble collaborators of the
most diverse natures and unify them by the same striving. Is not
our unification achieved by our devotion to the Teacher? Thus,
let us remember that the Teacher directs our advancement by
friendly collaboration, but not by force. Wise concessions in
small details to the consciousness not fuily grown may not give
completely satisfactory results, but at least it will not breed
a ruinous atmosphere of irritability and disagreement.

For the sake of favourable collaboration in the creation
of a new degree, it is most necessary to assimilate the significance

of thought. It is necessary to create a better atmosphere in

our daily life by the purifying of thought. In such a way we

shall attract better possibilities. In all the books of the
Teaching, so many discourses are devoted to this question, but
until now we could not realise not only 'the foundation of our
welfare but even of our very existence. Cosmos is built upon
thought. Both happiness and destruction are based upon thought.
Thought brings life, but it can also bring death. When will this




be understood by people?. There is no stronger lever in the
cosmos than thought saturated with psychic energy.

Thought is a magnet, and each dark thought creates a
stratum of heavy fluids, which is attracted and gathered by
similar consciousnesses. "Joy may, by a magnetic current, attract
joy from space."” nemember that thought acts as a boomerang:
such thought, which is sent consciously to a person whose vibrations
are not identical, will return to the one who sent it, reinforced
with identical vibrations which are oscillating im space and are
seeking reunion. It is easy to imagine what results a thought

may ering to ome who sent it evil-mindedly. Also, during the

temporary weakness of the defensive auric net in the case of illness,

the malicious messages will complicate the struggle of the organism

and in such a way will cause irreparable harm. Will we not be
foolish in breeding such dark thoughts? Chase away every impure
thought; replace it with the thoaught of benevolence. Hasten
to purify the spirit by broad creative thoughts about the wonder-
ful future.

Also, it is necessary to remember constantly the ruinous
effects of irritability. Irritability makes our vessel fragile.
The poison of irritability is pointed out in Agni Yoga, with all
its conseguences. This poison corrodes the precious precipitations
of psychic energy. And what can be achieved without the accumu-
lation of psychic energy? Stupility and destruction will be the
result s. O0f course, everyone has the free will to destroy him-
self, but it is criminal to spread this dreadful infection. Thus,
bearing in mind the significance of thought and irritability, we

shall commence the creating of a benevolent atmosphere.

While building up the relations between the collaborators,
you must not forget all the small workers. The real leader will
be very careful mot to offend bjx word or action the smallest of
the workers., Only treachery must be severely condemned. our

atmosphere and all our possibilities will be considerably improved
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if we are surrounded by friends. It has been mentioned many times
how you should appreciate each devoted heart and how important are
the small helpers connected with our daily life. Even the kindly
treatment Qf animals improves the atmosphere around us,

We must make an effort to absorb the Treasury of the
Teaching entrusted to us. Let us remember the donkey under the
load of grain - mentioned in the Teaching, and:.let us not be like
unto it.

S0 many disappointments, so many failures would have been

avoided had the Teaching and all the indications been applied in a

literal sense in everday life. By giving us understanding of life,

understanding of the foundations of existence, the Teaching brings
us to fiery purification or transmutation of our centres into the
higher fires and thus‘giVes us the chalice of Amrita.

Only this fiefy purification opens the way to the Towers.
But this transmutation may come only when the spirit has conquered
selfishness. It is said, "Selfishness is the breeder of all grey
accunulations; therefore when selfishness obscures the spirit it
can be positively said that the transmuting fire cannot reach us . *
When the spirit surrounds the manifested power of its essence with
burdensome accuhulations, it departs from striving. The burdens
are so heavy that the spirit loses its approach to the Towers.
That is the reason why tﬁose who know this affirmation move ahead
by transmuting their ego. When the spirit does not strive to
outlive its burdens, it attracts the affirmed obstacle. Thus,
there is balance between striving and consequences. The wings of
spirit bring the power of socaring to tﬁe higher spheres, but the
heaviness of selfishness draws down to the lower spheres. . .
Only those surrounded by the wall of selfishness may affirm self-
conceit. Therefore the wall of obstructions remains on the way
and only the destruction of this wall will bring us to the first
step of transmutation. If the centre of ego exists separately,
it will be destined to solitude. Only co-operation of heart and
spirit leads to the keys of the Teaching. Self-conceit is of the
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breed of ignorance. Self-conceit c¢loses all the ways to knowledge.
Self-conceit deprives man of the wonderful striving. What re-
markable indications of striving - this key to all the Gates - is

given in the books of the Teaching.

It is necessary to give an account to oneself: how and in
what way everyone came through the probation of the last seven
years. Let us recall all the probations which were given to all
those who came into contact with the Teaching in the first days of
the Call of Great Teachers. Tveryone had a chance to show his
nature completely. Read attentively the letters about “robation
and Chelaship in the volume of the Mahatma Letters. They are very
educational. I have mentioned it already, but a useful exercise
of memory is always good. The Teacher follows & system of con-
tinuous probation. Otherwise, how can the deeply concealed
accumulations be revealed? How can they be burned over the fire
of devotion and striving? 1Many psychological ways are used by
the Teachers for probation and leading of the pupils. The ardemt
pupil, who appreciates every hint of the Teacher, who is severe to
himself but without condescension to other workers will successfully
pass all the probations. But woe be to him who confirms himself
in his own importance and considers himself a pillar of the Teaching;
frightful will be his falll! I may as well warn you against low,
vulgar suspiciousness. He who suspects others proves that he
himself possesses similar accumulations. By suspecting, we show
that we are inclined to do the things of which we suspect others,
Let us be ashamed to unveil our nature so openly. Let us ardently
destroy even a hint of this vulgarity. A slave to suspicion will
suspect everybody.

Flery atmospheric menifestations also
eould be observed here and the so~.called Himalayan lighté may often
be observed. dow desirable it is to establish here a meteorologi al
station to start studying and observing the magp tic currents, with
the idea of broadening it sveniually bearing in mind the favourable
local conditions. In connection with this, let me gquote certain
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Indications: "Further movement of magnetic current over the
surface of the sarth manifests the atmospheric changes. Cbser-
vation stations, of course, should 55 established in vari ous
places and collaboration bestween them should be as ¢lose and
precise as possible. [t is true that the trouble lies in the
absence of synthesis and that many energies and valuable studies
are lost. Therefore, an organisation of true oo llaborators is
1ecessary on Tarth.”

Let us think of broad possibilities. "Bovadness of thought
and consciousness will be your test.” Bave you noticed that all
pessimists usually possess small conseciousnesses and poor imagina.
tions? ‘

The establishment of a ¢ity of synéhetic knowledge is &
problem of world significance, and that is the reason why we must
not ask for help, but should demand it. ¥e work not for curselves
but for humanity. Bveryone of us is ready to apply his best
efforts for the general welfare. Let other people also understand
this pure striving and they may flame with the desire to move
humanity further towards synthetic knowledge.

Thus,-inéist that your co-workers examine and cleanse
their ideoas. Search for those ideas in every indication, every
thought given in the books of "Living ®thies". We must have
the beautiful constructive formulaes ready. With all our imagina-
tion we are unable to embrace the significance of present events
which gather around the cultural sctivities, Thersfore, let us
absorb the idea that great world events are taking place and;
striving ceaselessly, lot us continue to carry the stones for
building the Temple of Xnowledge.

fills more rrecisely will approach closer. 1mag1né an ordinary

teacher and an ordinary pupil. @hat would happen if the pupil

protested against all the experience and the indications of the

teacher, and looked for his own methods?! How much energy would

the fool waste in order to obtain the synthesis of the teacher!

By giving to a disciple the synthesis of his accumulated experience

a teacher helps him to save precious time for quicker and farther

advancement and for individual creativeness, Without the succescion

of accummlations, what would happen to evolution?

If everybody had to learn, using only his personal experience,
and rejecting the leading hand, we should not move far from our
ancestore of an early agel Let us realise that the fulfillment of
the Teacher's Will does not mesn the subordination of our individual-
ity to a Strange will, a8 some Superficial people think, but it ~eans
the grestest development of -ur sensitiveness and creativeness,

because there are 80 many reasons and so many possibilities of
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fulfillment in the Teacher's indications: But usually a disciple
doe8 not See and does not fulfil even a tenth part of them, Can
We Ssay which one of the indications whieh we did not fulfil in time
alfects the present difficulties we are experiencingy Lveryone
knows that if we etrike an objeet in a room, its echo mway resound
in an entirely different place and on the most unezpected object.

"How greatly, then, must the diseiple realise the power of
perception and the comprehension that there exists only one law
which governs the entire Cosmos - the Higher Will; along this line
the evolution of the spirit is created.

The Teaching severely opposes self-conceit, but to have con-
fidence in one's power does not mean to be self-conceited, and, if
combined with heart-felt reverence to Hierarchy, it will surely affim
the best results. Self-conceit is not compatible with reverence
of Hierarchy, 2s one excludes the other. The self-~conceited one
will never fulfill the indication exactly, but will always distort
it, according to the level of his own consciousness which is limited
by selfishness. It is very easy to imagine the results of distorted
Indications! #ill they often bring just the opposite results? It
is said that "a distorted indication is similar to a train which ha
run off the rails.” Similarly, "a half-fulfilled indication is
like a house without a roof or to a half-dose cf a salutary medicine;
either brings privation or death."

If we wish to remain integrated during this trying time
(which is trying for the whole world) we must affirm ourselves in
the foundations of the Teaching of Light, and, with all our attention,
watchfulness and straight-knowledge, w e must apply the Teaching to
life without delay, as success, first of all, depends on timely
fulfilment.

its general growth and development. But of ¢course, a healthy

8pirit and heart can easily correct the téﬁgorary deficiencies of

the other organs, Therefore, let us pay double attention to these

foundations!

We are sorry that in the discussions there was not & 8ingle
proposal, not & eingle specific opinion regarding the discussed
rroblems, It 1s difficult to imagine that at such a stage of
conscioueness, all the decisions could be in unigon; therefore, it
would be advisable to insert special opinione and proposals into the
review of the session's work, and consider them when a more unified
condcjousnes® is achieved. Weny slanders and troubles will be
‘avoided in this way, becsuse when opinions are in rint, one cannot
deny them, pleading a slip of memory. For instance, at the moment,
it 18 very important to know how and vhat kind of renarks and
propogals were expressed as regards yublishing the psmphlet about

the Banner of Peace. If the opinions expressed were not written
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down, perhaps the most valuable ones will be forgotten, foopL@
forget so easily, especially those things which are disagreeable

to them. But the knowledge that your opinion is in rint will force
ué all to brace ocurselves and to use our strength in creative work,
as everyvody would wish to have only his bedt in jrint,. The faect
that not a single thought, not a single impulee, transient as they
may be, will not be lost, but will be recorded in cur aura and in
space - this faet does not trouble us because our imsgination is 8o
poor and our intellect cannot comprehend 1t. fherefore, let us help
ourselves to thie important reslisation, and let us put everything
into record. e shall enlarge our comprehension immensely if we

check our decisions and compare them with the consequences.

I slso wish to send you my thoughts sbout lack of prejudices
and lack of prineiple, as, frightful as it is, there are such pedple
vho confuse the idea of lack of prejudice and an open conseiousness
with lack of any principles, ¥eanvhile, these two ideas are
opposites, The unprejudiced mind secks everywhere for fundsmental
truth, snd therefore ie always exercising its ability to discriminate,
A8 for uiﬂcriminatlon, it is the first step to true knowledge. :ind
true knowledge is always based on firm prigeiples, or else it is unot

true knowledge. A principle rmay have nany backgrounds in itse

applications to life, but its foundetion will elways be the same:

the foundation of validity or truth, In other words, &{inciple oy
law 18 always goal-fitting, and we already know that coemie goalw
fittingness is the principle which leads to beauty; 1Lherefore, all
the actions of an unprejudiced person must be marked with truth

and beauty. An unprejudiced person is firm in bis fundamental
convietions, because they are based on the leading truth. 4 person
who has no principles, in general has no ounvictiona, &8 hp has
deprived himself of discrimination conscicusly and yoluntarily, aad
his destiny 1® like that of a ball that is driven by the asccidental
strokes of circumstances, Is it not said in the Teaching regarding
such a person:; "Oh, the ball of destiny? here will you fall and
where will you Jjump off7! The light is given to you - hasten the




ball to arrive in time! ATy to stop the wily rotations.™

edch one of us bulld firmly upon the established foundat ions and
rrineiples, 80 a8 not to violate them, even in trifles. How can

Iherefore, let us quote from the book, "Hierarchy".

"dSometimes one can demonstirate the wost complex lawe by weans of
the simplest apparatus, The law of karma is complex, but take the
Rhumkorff coil or any other electrie coil and you will get an evident
maze of Larme, fhe current runs along the spiral uninterruptedly
but the protective winding is eub jeet to all outside reactions; in
aicdition each thread contacte the thread of the rreceding round, ea
cérrying upon itself the consequences of the past, Thus, each houy
changes one's karma, for each hour evokes the corresponding past.
‘Thus, one may contact the entire line of paest manifestations. But
the same obvious example shows how the @eed of the spirit is unharmed ;
and striving into the heights it sustains it®s shell without fearing
the past, Verily, sarma i@ threatening only to thos: who sre rdunged
into inaction, But a striving thought is liberated from the burden
of the past and like a heavenly body strives forweri without re-
treading ite path, Thus, even with a difficult kerma, one may
evinece a useful liberation.”

"Let us see how people understand Service to the Lord and
Hierarchy. He, vho thinks of ascending only by prayer, is far from
Service. fHle, who in his labour hopeg to bring the best offort for
the welfare of humanity, must adopt the Lord in his heart. He, who
does not yleld his own confort, does not :now how to serve Hierarchy,
He, who does not accept the indications of the Hierarohy, does not
understand Service. Only when the heart is ready to sccept con-
sciously the affirmation sent by the Higheet Will, may it be said
that the manifestation of Service is adopted, Thus , We are no
lovers of funereal rites and of empty invocatione of the lord.

Neloy, in his essay, has8 gxpressed his renarkable definition
of culture. He says: "An ignorant person first of sll mmat become
civilised; then educated; after education 18 acquired, a rerson
becomes intelligent; then comes refinement and realisation of
synthesis, which i8 crowned by the acceptance of the idea of Culture©.

Not a single narrow specialist, regardless of how high his
profeseional skill, can be considered cultured. Culture is syn-
thesis; culture, first of all, understands and :nows the foundat ions
of 1ife and oreativeness, because it produces the creative fire
which is 1ife. But who have realised the foundations of 1ife?

But the new events are coming, and a revaluation of values
1s4predicted. Consc iousness is growing and there is nothing that
can stop this growth; this gigantie wave will overthrow everything
in its way, There is safety only in entering the ark dirsgeted by
the powerful Hand of the Pilot, not of this world. But each one
who enters the ark 18 advised not to push one another, not te change
seate, not to look overboard and not to look back, but with all
thelr efforts to strive rhythmiecally with the striving of the ark,
which, in 1ts speed, can no longer stop even in the case of the
falling overboard of some of the fellow~travellers, because the
salvation of the rest of the people ﬁependé just on this speed.
Therefore, let us gather sll the fire of our spirit, and with the
understanding of all the danger of this time, let us increase the
tempo of our work; let us rise in our thoughts so that we can
realise the majesty of event®s ané of everything that is timely.

Avold an indifferent attitude to details which may not seem important
to you; now at this time, the least little detaill should be con-
sidered, the least action should be cautiously started, because
light-mindednese in these days of extreme tension approaches treachery
It 19 eSpecially difficult if the right noment i niseed.

Remember that only thought
can win, 80 you should slways have & ready answer which will render
your adversary helpless, How can we win?% Cnly by the power of

thought and by test.
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I would like to guote from further discourses, which I con-
sider very timely:

"Let us observe how the black one® labour, It is necessary
to observe their peculiar habite, They are not indignant sgainst a
nonentity. They consider that the first steps of Service are parti-
6ular1y useful for them. A nonentity 18 negligible even in treason,
Treason is precisely the main basis of undermining by the black ones,
For treason, one uust know something. This relative knowledge, not
strengthened by devotion, may be found on the first steps, One must
know that condemnation reacts like fire upon a wavering devotion, It
is sad to observe with what unnoticeable deviations the diseiple
begins to steep himself with 1ndifference, finding eloguent justifi-
cations, Like the blade of @ knife, the heart loses 1its protective
net, Without its sheath, the blade injures the earrier himself,

. But such spurs do not lead to achievément; they lead only to irrita-
tion. If one day has passed successfuly in humiliation of the
Teacher, why may not tomorrow be also blazing with blasphemy against
the Highest? And if the silvery thread be broken, the blade of
fossilization 18 already irrevocably sharpened." 4

"It 'is necesesary to observe the wavering ones, for the con-
tagion from them is great.

And do we not know the
old truth that the purchasing of things cheaply is dear in the
long run? Do you not remember how, after certain expenditure, we
were compelled once more to spend again for reprinting? All our
beginnings should be introduced worthily, We must search and demand

the highest quality; only in this way may we serve Culture.

e are also concerned about the popularisation of our books
and editions, There must be a certain system, a certain organisa-
tion regarding this most essential mattef. We must find a person
who is fond of this work and who knows it well, and he should give

an account regarding the exact destination of the books and the




amount of money received; also in what catalogues our books are
included and where to find the best sale. Really, there are so
many book-stores all over the world!l Te must also carefully watech
that our editions come out without delay! So many possibilities
have gone because of procrastination. The publishing must become
2 source of income.

I know that you will accept all this advice with the right
spirit, because I have proof that you will, but could 1 say the same
about certain other co-workers?.: Some may be offended, but by
being so touchy, they will only cast a slur upon themselves, for
they will show they are far from self-perfection and that princeli-
ness of spirit is unattainable for them. The prince of spirit is
happy whemever he has an opportunity to perfeect himself, He will

never repeat his mistakes, and an eradicated, expiated mistake

is a step forward, an approach towards predestination, Therefore,
let us completely realise how severe and pressing is the present time;
let us follow the Hierarchy and let us fulfil all Suggestions.

No weakness can be excused today, even if it is dictated
by good motives. The stake is great and we shall pass only through
affirmation.

and constructiveness. Therefore, whether or not the lLeague approves
the Banner, this should by no means influence the establishment of
the great Banner of Culture.

Could it be possible that the women's organisations in
imerica will remain indifferent and will not support the League of
Culture? I do hope that we are not exaggerating their spiritual
receptivity. Long before the first Conference in Bruges, I learned
about the real value of many modern organisations, and 1 understood
how much one must work in order to awaken the consciousness of the
masses to make them understand the true values and cultural creative-

ness, This can be achieved only by the persistant and systematic

spreading of ideas, but not by convulsive bursts. Therefore, let

us not be discouraged by the attitude of indifference shown by
governments and certain civilised societies, but let us use all
our efforts for destroying superficial thinking among the nearest
collaborators, as well as for deepening their understanding of the
pressing necessity to fulfill this idea.

"Thus My advice is once again to transform the Teaching
into the daily necessity. ~vMy advice is to observe the extent to
which one's surrowndings will become successful. In smell groups
one should especially wateh mutual thoughts in order not to burden
and interrupt the current, Many teachings advise this simple
discipline, but each book should give a reminder of it, because that
which is most vital, most needed is not applied to life, And it is
a great happiness for Us when We have as complete confidence in
some one as in Curselves. Thus powerful is the citadel of the

spiritual synthesis, which helps to embrace all the planes of

existence, there will be no real progress. But as there is no
thing as immobility in nature, all ignorant humans must retrogress,
followed by the usual degeneration and decay. Are we not already
witnessing such facts? Some outstanding scientists have already
pointed out the threatening signs of such degeneration, which is
demonstrated in incréased numbers of psychic diseases and feeble-
mindedness amongst the younger generation. And many people begin
to wonder whether such sad a2bnormalities are not due to wrong edu-
cation and upbringing. Generally speaking, modern education is
lacking & cultural basis, which should include, first of all, a
development of the abilities of man in synthesis. Onsided special-
isation always leads to a loss of balance and results in the psychic
diseases which we observe today.
