The present time is exceptional., And thus all actionsg should also
It is not our fault that this world crisis has occurreecd,

ti?ﬁéi?wﬁt is not our fault that just rentals have dropped lower than any
other walues in the States. At a time when even printing decreased only by
10% -in cost, rentals reduced themselves to almost half their rate. Probably
this is a temporary fact, but nevertheless we have to take it into considera-
tion. It is also not our fault that the Bond & Mortgage Bakk proved criminal

in its actions, and that the self imposed Bond Committee, full of anticultural

.intentions, have inflicted upon our Institutions uncountable losses.yIf even

our friends are afraid to donate to the Museum a single book, then how much
more, is the damage caused to the possivbilities of finmancial contributions. But
we cannot only complain, be depressed and refer to the facts of world de-
pression. Cultural Institutions exist exactly for the purpose of making
healthy infected and weakened foundations. And it is for this reason that
such Institutions are called in human consciousness th e anchors of salvation.
Not without reasoun was in the programme of the World League of Culture, sent
to yvou on December 24th 1931, so broadly outlined the wide scope and aims,
and the League's Sign was Indicated the same, as the significant Sign of the
.Barmer of Peace. In the name of these great conceptions of Culture and Peace
we have to take such excepbtional measures, which could .correspond to the
unheard world tension.

It is true our attorneys have already started two considerable law-suits
against our anticultural enemies. But it \is absolutely necessary that these
suits, the amount of which is very modest as compared with the inflicted
losses, should be carried on in highest enthusiasm adequate to the defense
of 'a cultural entreprise. The best people of America consider the harm in=
flicted upon our Institutions, a natiomal calamity. Consider the vastness
of such calamity, remembering that this is a true Cause Celebre, our attor-

neys will find inexhaustible eunthusiasm and resourcefulness to overpower




the malicious machinations of dark forces. Only in unbreakable enthusiasm
of realization of justice and in fiery indignation at the tricks of the
racketeers, can these noble deeds be victoriously accomplished.

As before so also now I cannot understand why our cultural Institutions
which give 2ll their resources for broad educational aims,cannot be comple-
tely exempted from taxes, as a whole series of similar Institutionss If
the YMCA is exempted, if ®ven the Knights of Columbus are exempted, if
institutions in Saratoga deserve exemption, then how can it be that our edu-
cational aims are not considered to be at least on the same level, I do not
believe and I shall never be convinced by anybody, that our educational
aims are less worthy of the same exemption! Should however in our nomencla-
ture some phraseology not correspond to the sims of the aforesaid Institu-
tions, then such words should be no serious impediment. One can always changg
such words so that they conform with the official phraseology. We never li-

mited ourselves by narrow termindlogy, because the questions of Culture

should be above a2ll conventional limitations. As before I am fully convinced

that formulae may be found in full accordance with truth, which can prove
that our aims are by no means smaller in educational significance than the
statutes of the aforesaid Institutions. Therefore our attomney should be
filled not only with friendliness and wellwishing goodwill, but also with
enthusiasm,which will open to hir~ the Gates of Justices, The press and public
opinion strongly underlined the recent decision of Judge Shietag. Of course
this decision is not singular and exclusive in the life bf Justice of the US
Some other representatives of the Courts may think in the same cultural
terms. But our defenders should use such righteous decisions as that of
Judge Shientag and should u waveringly and untiringly strive to victory,

not even admitting the thought of retreat.

If the sad reality of extremely low rentals in the USA reflected on the
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budgets, this does not mean that we were ever basing the existence of educa-
tional Institutions exclusively on the rate of rentals., All Educational Insti
tutions of the US exist on public subscriptions. The means of attracting the
donours for the benefit of raising the cultural level of the country are ma-
nifold. We have already a basis for finding such outside funds.We have mem-
bers' fees,stamps,named rooms, chairs of honour,library memorial bookshelves,
and finally already sinee the middle of 1931 we have ten special Cénmittees
for attracting Funds. Maybe the activity of these Committees 1is considerably
curtailed oving to the criminal actions of our enemies, but still the Com=-
mittees exist and recovering from the first attack of the enemy,should again
actively and valiantly continue their undeferrable task. Happily the general
financial condition of the US is improving and this can considerably inspire
our Committees. The lack of success in the past does not exclude the best
future. Should anyone, disheartened by the opposition, desire to withdraw
from cultural participation, then this empty space should immediately be
filled by new participants. Let there be ten new trees in the place of every
felled tree! And may all the plans of the Committees, financial as well as
cultural, grow in the same progression. Let us forever forget the whole

past. Before us is the future, and we know that humanity's need everyday

increases for Beacons of Cglture. If the number of our Committees is for

some reason insufficient, then let us increase them. If it desirable to
increase the number of Committee members, then let every member of the
committee recommend at least one of his friends who wishes to take his
share in the name of Culture. In order that the programmes of the Comumittees
should not fade out because of insufficient mutual information, let the
Board of the Museum invite inasmuch as necessary the Chairmen of the Com-
mittees, separately or in plenum, to make a registration ofiall -their con-
crete definite propositions and achievements. The COmmittee Meetings are

not only an exchange og opinions. There must be a synthetic record of their
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propositions. Otherwise exchange of opinion alone will only lead to abstact-
ness,whereas the Committees' aim is highest practical activity. We do not hanm-
per their action by anything if only within Culture. It is true the criminal
actions of the enemies hampered the proeuctivity of the Committees; but now
we have already five favorable court decisions and this official recognition
should greatly inspire the members of all Committees. Owing to distance much
remains unclear. For instance the Committee proposed by Novak. Quite clear
our extremely busy frienmd G.Battle could not accept the treasuryship of this
Committee.But afterwards this whole idea faded,as if it depended on one perso
The C mmittees' aims are so wide,so undeferrable that a single personality ca
hamper such vast constructions. Besides,from life's experience we know how un
expedtedly new co-workers appear.The lagnet of enthusiasm,of the heart's ge-
nerosity,of mutual friendliness creates greatest powers.Where inner hearty
unity exists,there this magnet develops extraordinary might.I remember how
touchingly Giles once said,how deeply he amdmired our inner unity.Verily,unity
is not in official signing on one paper.but the great talisman is hidden in
inner unity and harmony,which inspires every responsive human heart.And of
these there are many. Thus in the name of present exceptional times,in the
pame of all radiant fires of hearts,let us apply undeferrably exceptional
measures. Let the co-workers of our Institutions work unsadened.Let the will
of the members of the Committees be undepressed. Let new thoughts radiate and
may new propositions be created; and what did not succeed yesterday can come

tomorrow.May friends and enemies feel that constructive activity goes on and

that no obstacles can blurr the mind.This feeling of dlear imerpative thought

will attract new hearts.We must find new ones. Every activity should always
search, for in this is growth. Thus let us grow and in unity attract new
hearts and create new extraordinary steps for the benefit of Culture. Every

action can verily be turned into a triumph of culture!
