Now I en-
close for your information & copy of my letter to them., Of course you
understand that it would be beyond the dignity of.the name to vindicate my-
self before strangers in monstrous accusations brought against NK and myself.,
This vindication ean be and should be done by our closest ones, And beloved
Modrotehka, I know that you will 'find worthy words to defend the Great Work
of the Lord 1, and His entrusted ones. lany memorandums and letters with
facts confirmed by documents are already en route, From these you will see ..
8till elearer the true situation, You will point out to the loyal ones,
how unjust, how proposterously false are all accusations of VK in extravagant
expenses., Thus not only the entire financial adiinistration from the very
beginning was exclusively in the hands of Mr.Horeh, but he had also full
power of attorney from N,K, to conduct our own financial ‘affairs., You al-
ready know how small is the sum (stated by him) which was paid for the paint-
ings belonglng to the Museum, and also that a considerable part of this sum
was spent on the expedition. If there was a:certain increase upon the sum
remaining in the bank, then this was due to 'the great rise of securities in
America during the years 1927-28,

0f course you will emphasize how N.K,wished to make all institutions
self-supporting. How he advised already in the year 1931, before the Te-
ceivership to organize a committee of friendly bondholders, who understood
our cultural aims, as well as the inauguration  of numerous committee for
colliecting funds and expansion of the institutions.
