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Ufsslersh also was entrusted by me with the safe keeping of copies of my v
manuscripts,containing the Teachings,as well as originals and English translations
of Books,not yet published in America, I will enumerate the latter for your inf9r~
mation: English translations of the second volume of Leaves of M's Gardeny New Evras
tvo volumes of Infinity; the originals and translations of the first, second and.
incomplete third volumes of the Fiery World, As you see the unpublished material
in Mrs Horch's hands is enormous and she easily could draw from it and compile at
ner heart's desire. But of course all other co-workers knmow that thies material
is in her keeping and they themselves have copies of the unpublished material,
except of my manuseripts. Therefore, if Mrs Horch, or Miss Esther Lichtmann or
¥r.Horch give out anything of this material as their own, it could easily be
checked.,

I do not know whether you have all books of the Teachings in Russian and
therefore I shall send a copy of each to you, In Riga there is shortly to appear
the Second volume of the "Fiery World" in Russian, Upon receipt of it I shall also
send you a coOpy. :

If to Mrs Horech -the name of R.became suddenly so unbearable that she eli-
minates it wherever ‘she can, then it is better for her not to pronounce it at all.
