By the way he says that Knui
Holm in his books ealls the Stone Bible - the Stone of Wis-
dom or the Philosophers' Stone. The books of the Swede Enut
Holm about the Stone Bible at their time caused cons iderable
interest. It is said that it will soon appear in English
translation., We shall try to obtain this translation, But I
must say that our correspondent, the present owner of the
Stone Bible, to judge by his letters, seems to be not guite
normal .
