I was very sad to hear of the strange and dreadful accident to your friend =
such things are not easily brushed aside and I realize how deeply you Sorrows But do
not be too depressed, Paul, I feel and know  everything will be all right, I said
once before and I affirm again if you desire to help in this matier, & way will open to
proceed - possibly not according to the exact manner you had planned but juast as good,
perhaps even betters I remember in the first letter I received from Professor Reoerich
seyeral years ago he wrdto go beautifully " Thus proceed boldly not fesring any of
1ife's perturbances. e rmust be grateful for every experience which 1life gives ue and
from every circumstence we must make the most useful conclusions Earthly sorrows easily
transforn into earthly joys. But the fiery eternal joy for the Highest never changes
into sorrow and is our permanent treasure." And so from this sad happening let us, to
find the most useful eocnclusions, I have given thie problem serious thought for severml
dayss Now with the purchasc of the pictures two thinge were done t (1) The possibility
of an immediste loan to Profeéssor Roerich for thq continuation of world wide cultural
works (2) The establishment in Tulsa of & Museum - Gallery = the living sead of a
wonderful new art centers When you offered so generously to purchase the paintings,
to manage a Gallery epc. I felt of course deeply touched and joyous because of your
love and appreeiation for the Beautifull But I also felt, Paul, I was not accepting
enough respPnsibility in the matter — it is Rifficult to explain. Sinece this terrible
aceident mekes it impossible to proceed upon the former lines I suggest a rearrangement
of things in a new way but with the two results unchanged, namely (1) the agreement
upon which a loan ein be arranged - (2) the establishing of a Museum=Gallery(of sorts)
this winter. I suggest I enter into the agreement with you - we eaich buy $20,000 worth
of paintings, move ahead the date in the agreement a year - say the first $10,000 pay-
able on December 31, 1957 etce. or when ever you will be able to collect this amount from
the plant. Money could be borrowed on such an agreement., Your name will accomplish that.
Then I shall ask Professor Roerich to send us 25 or 350 paintings immediately without ‘
the down payment as plammeds And I think my name can accomplish this. Then if we both
work just a little, even, 1 am absolutely certain we will sell enough to pay the $10,000

by next summer and have enough money left in commissions to open & decent Gallery next

& healing flower amidst a broad meadow. It is splendid that Olpde informs that Adrian
will be close in all this beginning, An engineer in his nature is a builder, #With
special pleasure we repeat this formula; because a practical cultural work must be
always near to every enlightened practical mind, #hat then do we see in the entire
world? We ses only the confirmation everywhere of that truth that ereativeness, arts,
art objects are recognized as the most real values, The covenant that the realization
of beauty will save the world enters broadly the masses already in a universal measure.
Of course the forges of darkness as heretofore, go against the covenants of Light, with
all sort of disgusting vandalisms. But so also one can be convineed that these
malicious ignorant vandalisms emcounter everywhere a Just condemnation.

Your letter of Dec. 8th., arrived Feb.l6tk i has been opened by the
censors but I suppose this is natural sii war exists everywhere...either
actual war or terrific tension. It is y dreadfidl .

As you write Arsune is in a sense your "spiritual child" and as such I hop
a few misunderstandings about f ne paintings may be cleared up. From the beg
nning my idea has been to build a cultural and creative center..it is the sort
of work I have done for years for the Junior League °qd for the Art Associaiton
and it is what I have been doing for Arsuna. I also believe that such a center
rather than a purely commercial gallery, is a better place to sell paintings

and art objects. I still believe we shall sell paintings , but I dont believe
sales can be forced. I believe they will come naturally in time. In the

time I understand perfectly ugour desire to have some of the paintings

another place. In your letter of Aug. lst you say." lir. Raigorodsky in cover

of 45000 took Star of the Hero."....and further," we offer you a discount of

50% from the list price, thus you can select paintings worth akout $5000 and
keep same in your full possession". The first misunderstanding is this; that
Paul Raigorodsky never at any time agreed to take the Star of the Hero as

his own and in payment of the m@ney he sent. I must have written very unclearly
about this matter, for which I apologize.Paul only took Star of the Hero to

hanf in his office so that wealthy oil men coming in and out might see it and
thus help possibilities of sales. He also had three small paintings hanging
there too for the same reason and purpose. There is no possibility that Paul
will take any paintings, in @xchange for my note or the money sent to India.
Paul loves the paintings and loves the idea of being a part of Arsuna. He speaks
of Prof. Roerich everywhere and really does lots of good as he travels nearly
all the time. He is@i&% Roerich's and Arsuna's best press agent at present.

I+ is true he did not make as much money as he expected and did not send as much
as we all hoped to India but within his own limits he does a great deal of

good, he gives Prof. Roerichs books away , he sends people here to see us, he
talks everywhere he goes about both the Philosophy and Paintings.

Now about the paintinge. “aturally I thought you meant for us to select the
£510,000 worth of paintings, whether it was Star of the Hero, or any others.
Because there would be a better chance for sales and also because we felt it
would meke a finer collection to keep *he two large pictures together, we
decided to take the sma71er oqe ,Ladek. This palﬂtlﬂ‘ is half the size of
"Star of the Hero and From Beyond, and according to Prof Roericks own
valuation is priced at $2,500, while the other two larger ones are priced at
35,000 each. Thus it is priced at half the a¢ount you 1avc valued it in the list
you sent to us in your Dece. 8th letter. We chose' ladak''and the 21 small
paintings, so that these made a total of a little less than $10,000....for
the Arsuna collection. I chose these up to this amount because I understood
this is what you had suggested for me to do. I do hope this picture
situation will be agreeable and clear to all sides.
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
