Vainly has the human mind tried  -to deciphere the fiery
symbols of St.John. The mystery of the isle of Pathmos is the
mystery of the coming transfiguration;( we shall not die, but

shall change.) The vision of the New Jerusalem, that appeared

to John, on rocks amidst stormy seas - have two thousand years

Cooperation in that battle is of great importance. "

While the paragraph taken for this article from the Revelation
is familiar to many, the last quotation might prove to be entirely
unknown. Who is he, the wise who disclomes the mystery of the
Revelation, and heralds the onsétnofsthé battle between the forces
of daekness and light? How can he define its significance and
dimmension?

In reply, one can just indicate that the quotation was taken
from the world's most remarkable books. Their author, renouncing
all personal ambition, does not give his name. These Wookss have

almost disappeared from the market and those who have them, deem

them a priceless treasure. Meanwhile, we have thifand the follow-

ing quotations from the Voice of the Unknown. This Voiceigpeaks
to us of the the future, the very near future, which wetgiready
entered. This future is evolving around us, evoking wonderment
as to what unfathomable gifts revealed to the Unknown, the mystery
of the future? In that future we can chose the chalice of heroism
and become knights of the spirit; or else, fearfully wrapping
ourselves in the rags of commonplaceness, we may be a sheep in
Panurge's herd and perish.

Zagizkxiwm Drug addiction is taking
alarming proportions. At International Conferences, peace was
hypocritically lauded while hurriedly arming themselves'to the
teeth! because , somewhere, in the subconsciousness of all, was
always present the fear of a future and more bloody war. Differences
and strife slipped into every alliance. Mutual hatred grew unrelent-
ingly; as well as obduracy.wkEm Each for himself, sharpening wolf

teeth and thinking solely of his own material blessings.
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Xenophoblia made its appearance. Many, many are the symptoms
pointing to the uncommonness of our days. And the Voice of
the Unknown speaks.

One
must understand the trend of time. One cannot remain aloof when
mountains are shaking. Men are at a dead end, but lighting shall
illuminate their way and thunder shall awaken the dormant.

Fire has embraced the whole world. Compared with the present one,
the former battle is nil. The encounter takes place not on the
physical plane; not negligible earthly forces are struggling, but
forces o1 .ageless experience have gathered to decide their destiny.
Like sudden bubbles swell up the earthly reverbarations of the Battlé,
I affirm that the Great Battle is the rejuvenation of the earth.
